1. To accept apologies for absence - Apologies were accepted from County Councillor Roger Wilson. 
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda – Dennis Rayton (item 4 – 17 Beckford Road and item 7 – allotments).
The meeting was not adjourned as no parishioners were present.   
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 16th April 2019 and to agree actions on the matters arising from these meetings.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.  No matters arising.
4. To consider and note Planning matters
Planning Applications for consideration 

6 Orchard Road, Alderton (19/00414/FUL) - Proposed two storey and single storey rear extensions.   The Parish Council agreed to respond as follows:

1. The west boundary is not at 90 degrees to the building. Will the extension encroach over? Better detailed plan required.
2. There are mains overhead electrical cables with support post and wire retaining stay near to the rear of the existing dwelling. This may prevent the two storey extension being constructed to the depth shown. Better details required.
3. First floor window to proposed extension could be dangerously close to the power line. Also electrical cable feeds serving Nos 4 and 6 Orchard Road may be compromised. Better details required.
4. There is a shared foul drain at the rear of the properties. A build over agreement with Severn Trent will need to be undertaken.
5. Rooflights are proposed to the front elevation of the existing roof. Should this be included with the application?
Planning Applications for noting 

17 Beckford Road, Alderton (19/00178/FUL) - Proposed front single storey extension and rear conservatory (revised scheme).   Permission for development dated 25.4.19 with conditions.

Land To The Rear Of 18 - 26 Orchard Road, Alderton (18/00318/OUT) - Outline application for the erection of 5 No. self-build bungalows, including alterations to existing vehicular access. All matters reserved for future consideration except for means of access.  The Clerk had written to the Borough Council requesting an update on the situation and questioning why there was no time limit on the determination of this application.   A response was awaited.

Enforcement – Land Adjoining The Sewage Disposal Works, Stow Road, Alderton.   The Parish Council reviewed the response from the new Enforcement Officer and agreed to question why no action was taken when the previous Enforcement Officer had initially said that the application would need retrospective planning permission. 
5. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group and Highways.  The SID required fitting.
6. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field
· To consider Playing Field fencing and pitch improvement quotations.  The Chairman and Clerk had met Greenfields to consider options for fencing the play area off as well as weeding and improving the grass on the football pitch.   Greenfields had also been asked to quote for moving the goal posts back from the play area.  The quotes were still awaited but Anj Patel had been asked to investigate if the works could be paid for using the S106 pitch improvement funding.
· Update on charging basis for Football Club’s use and cleaning of Changing Facility.   The Football Club had offered £120 towards the increased electricity bills due to the heating being left on.   They had also suggested a contribution of £20 per match for the use of the Changing Facility.  As the Changing Facility had not been cleaned by the Football Club at the end of the season it was agreed that this contribution would not be accepted until the Club offered a proposal for cleaning the Facility as well.
· To note outcome of RoSPA Playsafety annual inspection of play area.   The inspection had been carried out on 26th April and items were all considered low risk with only minor issues raised.
· Play area inspection reports – items for action/noting.   No new items were raised and it was agreed that the Clerk contact Wicksteed regarding the wear and cracking on the swing seats as the equipment was less than a year old.
· Playing Field boundary repair – no further update received from the County Council.
Borough Councillor Jim Mason reported that the Borough Council could provide some waste and dog fouling bins at a cost of £300 fitted, or at a lesser cost if the Parish Council installed them.   He agreed to ask the Borough Council officer to contact the Clerk with details.

7. To agree or note Allotment matters
New car parking area – the scalpings had been ordered to complete the area on 16th May.
Allotment Association machinery – now fully insured and returned to site.
