of a Parish Council meeting held in Alderton Village Hall on Tuesday 20th March 2018 at 7.30pm.

1. To accept apologies for absence – apologies were accepted from Borough Councillor Janet Day.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda - Dennis Rayton (item 7 allotments). 
The meeting was adjourned for discussion on a possible planning application for land at Dibden Lane.   Surveyors had been seen on site looking at highway safety for two entrances onto the lane.  If a planning application was forthcoming, it was agreed that a defence against any application could be fully justified and a separate objection would be put into Gloucestershire Highways relating to traffic concerns over Dibden Lane.
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 20th February 2018 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.   Matters arising were:
Letter to Severn Trent re sewage pipe repair – this had been sent and copied to the Environment Agency.
Fly tipping in Dibden Lane (FS Case 25190666) – The rubbish had not been removed and Borough Councillor Jim Mason agreed to raise this with Ubico
CALA S106 funding for Dog Bin – new bin now installed by Village Hall.
4. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Neighbourhood Development Plan. 
The Independent Examination had taken place on 26th February and the Parish Council was   currently awaiting the Examiner’s report.   There was no timescale for this.  It was noted that Matt Barker and Paul Hardiman from the Borough Council had been very helpful both prior to and during the Examination. 
5. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field 
To consider and agree Hire Agreement and Booking Form for Changing Facility.  The draft documents were agreed in principle but required an agreement on hire charges.  Keith Page was currently speaking to the Football Club regarding the charging for their usage and cleaning of the facility.   The final payment had been made to Piercy Builders for the retention (£2404.60).
The grant form towards the cost of solar panels for the Changing Facility would be submitted to Green Fields Trust by the end of March.
Wicksteed had refurbished the swings on the Playing Field, ahead of the installation of the new play equipment in May.
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The service contract for the Bio Pure sewage treatment system had been instructed and the service was expected to take place in May. 
6. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group and Highways
No update had been received from Chris Riley regarding the Community Match funding application for a SID and other highways matters.   Keith Page agreed to contact him again and County Councillor Roger Wilson offered to chase if required.   Gretton Parish Council had approached Keith Page regarding the culvert in Gretton Fields.   Dumbleton Parish Clerk had a contact name for Gigaclear regarding the reinstatement of the verges after the recent broadband installations.
7. To agree or note Allotment matters
The compost heap had now been removed from Plot 13A, but the tenant had not returned a signed tenancy agreement.  The plot had now been re-let.
It was agreed that a digger be brought in to clear Plots 14 & 15 and the fruit cage had now been let rent free for the first year, as it was in a poor state of repair.
The Allotment Association had requested a year’s trial to take on and maintain the redundant community composting facility for the use of plot holders only and this was agreed.

The Allotment Association Meeting on 13th March had been well attended and there were a number of projects planned for the coming season.   Progress was being made on updating the Association’s bank account signatories.  Once this was complete they could obtain insurance for the machinery.
County Councillor Roger Wilson left the meeting.

Part Parcel 4700, Dibden Lane, Alderton - Alleged unauthorised works on protected tree.  The case was being taken forward by the Borough Council’s legal team.
