1. To accept apologies for absence – apologies were accepted from County Councillor Roger Wilson and Borough Councillors Janet Day and Ron Allen.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda - Dennis Rayton (item 7 allotments). 
The meeting was not adjourned as no parishioners were present to raise any items.
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meetings held on 16th January and 30th January 2018 and to agree actions on the matters arising from these meetings.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.   Matters arising:
Land at Dibden Lane (Greenvolt Development) – no planning application received as yet
Letter to Severn Trent re sewage pipe repair – letter drafted and will be sent
Fly tipping in Dibden Lane (FS Case 25190666) – Borough Council acknowledged and will remove rubbish if safe to do so.
CALA S106 funding for Dog Bin – order for new bin placed with the Borough Council and will be installed within the next week or so (cost = £116.41)
4. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Neighbourhood Development Plan.   The Independent Examiner had decided that a Hearing was required and this would take place on 26th February at Tewkesbury Borough Council.   Representatives from the Borough Council, Alderton Parish Council and five developers had been invited to give evidence.   Most of the questions related to the written answers that were submitted to the Examiner in January.   The NDP Group had met on 19th February to review the basis of the responses that would be given in answer to the questions at the Hearing.   The NDP Group would email details of the Hearing to parishioners, so they were aware of the opportunity to attend.   Mike West and Keith Page were meeting representatives from the Borough Council on 22nd February to discuss the Hearing.
5. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field 
Changing Facility
The retention on the Changing Facility was due in March and Piercy Builders had been given a snagging list to resolve before payment was issued.   The Parish Council considered the We Build It Ltd quotation for the Bio-Pure annual service contract and agreed to accept this (£260 + VAT per year).   The Parish Council further agreed the A&E Fire Equipment quotation for the supply and maintenance of fire extinguishers (£129.23 + VAT) and the test and inspection of the fire alarm system and emergency lighting (£151.85 + VAT).   The current plan for the electrical supply to the Changing Facility expired on 15th April 2018.  E-on had quoted a cost of £363.90 for a one year fixed price plan or £434.63 for a variable price plan.   As the standing charge on the fixed price plan was lower it was agreed to accept E-on’s renewal offer for the fixed price plan.   Clerk to confirm acceptance of these prices with all suppliers.

Play Area 
Wicksteed had now confirmed that the installation of the new play equipment would take place in late April/early May.  A pre-start site meeting would take place nearer the time to discuss the installation and site specific H&S documentation.   It was agreed that Keith Page obtain three quotations for the replacement of the main gate on to the Playing Field.
6. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group and Highways.   Keith Page had met Chris Riley, the Highways representative, on 8.2.18 and discussed the following items:
Speed on B4077 and dangerous bend by Hobnails 

Drainage in Gretton Fields, verge damage by Gigaclear in Dibden Lane and Alderton Fields 
Repairs to tarmac by church gate and allotment gateway

Formalisation of passing place in Willow Bank Road

Mike West raised concerns over the condition of the dislodged stones in the culvert by the church.

Chris Riley would decide on suitable sites for the location of the SID and investigate the other items and respond to Keith Page.   
7. To agree or note Allotment matters
The meeting noted that Sylvia Croke, a former Parish Councillor and Allotment Supervisor, had sadly died at the beginning of February.   Sylvia had been a Councillor for 10 years and it was agreed to put a notice in the village newsletter.   Her family had expressed a wish to place a bench in her memory on the allotment site and the Parish Council unanimously agreed to this.
Plots 14 and 15 required clearing and it was agreed to email existing tenants giving them the opportunity to remove any fruit canes/bushes before the plots were cleared and re-let.   An existing tenant had made a request to take on and repair the fruit cage and this was agreed.
Plot 13A had been cleared except for the compost heap.   The tenant had not returned a signed tenancy agreement despite two requests and had now paid the rent for the forthcoming year.   The Clerk was currently taking legal advice on how to proceed.
It was agreed that a community day be held in March for a site tidy up.   Clerk to email plot holders with details.

The hedge planting around the new allotment area had now been completed.

8. To consider and note Planning matters 
For consideration 
West Barn, Lower Stanley Farm, Gretton Fields (18/00046/FUL) - Application for a change of land use and creation of a hard-surfaced tennis court with surround fencing.   The Parish Council had no objections or representations on this application.
For noting

Cherry Tree House, Gretton Fields, Gretton (17/01140/FUL) - Two storey side extension and single storey rear extension. French doors at rear first floor level with 'Juliet' balcony. Existing single storey rear extension and conservatory to be integrated into the house.  Permission for development dated 16.1.18.
Enforcement
Land Adjoining The Sewage Disposal Works, Stow Road, Alderton - Alleged unauthorised conversion.   It was noted that the walls were in the process of being built.  The Enforcement Officer had advised the owner that further building works were undertaken at his own risk and that a planning application should be submitted for the conversion.
377/17-18/739
Part Parcel 8900, Dibden Lane, Alderton - Alleged unauthorised development.   The applicant had appointed a planning consultant and a planning application would shortly be submitted.
Part Parcel 4700, Dibden Lane, Alderton - Alleged unauthorised works on protected tree.  The Enforcement Officer and Landscape Officer were visiting site on 20th February to assess the works to the trees and take witness statements.   It was agreed to write to the Borough Council requesting that the principle of tree protection orders be enforced.
