1. To accept apologies for absence - Apologies were accepted from Borough Councillor Ron Allen and Roger Knapp.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda – Dennis Rayton (item 4 – The Old Chapel and item 7 – allotments).
The meeting was not adjourned as no parishioners were present.   
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 20th November 2018 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record. Matters arising:
Tewkesbury Borough Council - JCS Issues & Options & Ashchurch Concept Masterplan Consultation. The Parish Council had submitted a response to this consultation on 11th January 2019.
4. To consider and note Planning matters
For consideration 

The Old Chapel, Beckford Road, Alderton (18/01212/FUL) – Demolition of rear store and erection of single storey rear extension.   It was agreed that the Parish Council had no objections or representations to make on this application.
For noting 
Part Parcel 8900, Dibden Lane, Alderton (18/00558/FUL) - Change of use of land from agricultural to equestrian use for private, non-commercial use only, associated erection of stable building including integral tack room and hay store, provision of hardcore access track for vehicular access with horse lorry turning and parking area, and retention of existing fencing (part-retrospective).  Additional drainage and landscaping information received.   Permission for development dated 18.12.18.
Land To The Rear Of 18 - 26 Orchard Road, Alderton (18/00318/OUT) - Outline application for the erection of 5 No. self-build bungalows, including alterations to existing vehicular access. All matters reserved for future consideration except for means of access.  This application had not gone to the Borough Council’s January Planning Committee.   Clerk to ask Planning Officer for an update.
Councillor Mason updated the meeting on the Tewkesbury Borough Council Local Plan and the recent Planning Appeal decision at Highnam, which stated that the Borough Council only had a 3.99 year land supply (16/00486/FUL)
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Enforcement
27 Willow Bank Road, Alderton - Alleged build not in accordance with approved plans.   Concerns over the ridge height had been raised.  The Enforcement Officer had attended site and confirmed that the build was in accordance with plans.
5. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group and Highways.  The Chairman and Clerk had met with Gloucestershire Highways representatives on 7th January 2018 to resolve the following:  
SID progress - the speed and traffic flow data were currently being assessed. Further update awaited from Highways.

Church entrance – will be programmed asap.

Ellenor Drive – eroded surface on pavements and alley way.  Highways had requested estimates for making safe the worst sections.
War Memorial - Parish Council will progress tarmac removal and re-turfing around the memorial.

Telephone Box, B4077, by Frampton Cottages – Highways making enquiries regarding costs to remove box. 

Sign at end of Dibden Lane – Highways will programme repair.

Road surface adjacent to Gardeners Arms/junction of Beckford Road and Willow Bank Road - the velocity jet patcher will attend the village.  Highways to inform Parish Council of the date.
Dibden Lane verge - Problem discussed but doesn’t appear to be any issues at present.

Church Road, damaged broad box -  repair scheduled to take place asap 
School, damaged barrier - awaiting utility searches then repair can be programmed.

County Councillor Roger Wilson agreed to progress the SID installation with Gloucestershire Highways.
6. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field
Update on Changing Facility solar panels – The FiT form had been submitted to E-on but further information had been requested.   Clerk to complete.
Changing Facility – Legionella testing (Health and Safety at Work Act 1974, sections 2 and 3).  Watercare Specialists had attended site to carry out a risk assessment and test the water supply.   The test had given a clear result and Watercare had provided a Log Book for the Parish Council to use.   A TMV valve required fitting in the disabled toilet.   The cost for this was circa £50 - £60 and the Parish Council agreed this expenditure.   The water supply required testing on an annual basis at a cost of £130.00 + VAT.
Update on charging basis for Football Club’s use of Changing Facility – no further update.
Update on New Play Area – double width slide.   Clerk had requested that Wicksteed supply an ID plaque for the double width slide and a sign stating “Caution may be HOT”.   The compliance and maintenance certification had also been requested.   Nothing had been provided and Wicksteed had requested payment of the outstanding balance.   Clerk to request again and state that the annual safety inspection would take place in the Spring and the Parish Council wished to see the warning sign installed by then.
Play area inspection volunteers to attend training – two volunteers would be booked onto the GPFA course in February 2019.   Alderton Community Trust would pay for this as they were members of GPFA.
Playing Field boundary – ownership & liabilities.   The Chairman and Clerk had requested a four boundary search from the Land Registry (cost £183.95 + VAT) to ascertain the ownership of the fields surrounding the Playing Field, in order to ascertain any repair liabilities (LGA 1972 s.111).   The information received electronically had not provided enough detail, but some further information was awaited via post.
To consider quotation for fencing repairs on eastern boundary of Playing Field – Winchcombe Hedging and Fencing Services had provided a quotation of £1700.00 + VAT to repair the fence on the boundary between the Playing Field and the equestrian field behind the School Playing Field.   The Parish Council agreed the expenditure in principle, but the ownership and liability for repair would be ascertained first.   Clerk to contact Gloucestershire County Council.
Bio-disk – a parishioner had reported that this was making a noise and Keith Page agreed to investigate.   Arbor Vale Trees Services had been asked to place wood chippings, from the pruning works, over the bio-disk to deaden any noise. 
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7. To agree or note Allotment matters
Update on recent site tidy-up morning – this had taken place on 1st December and a skip full of rubbish removed from site.
Severn Trent/Water Plus – allotments water account.   Clerk had sent recorded and signed for letters to both utility companies stating that the Parish Council had made every effort to resolve the problem of non-billing for the allotment water supply and the letter would be used as future evidence to demonstrate that the water supply was not being obtained illegally.   Water Plus had subsequently found the allotment account and the Parish Council would shortly receive an invoice for £649.70.   This covered the charges from 4.11.16 to 1.12.18 and the Parish Council agreed this expenditure.
To consider quotation for car parking area – G Morrison had been asked to quote for providing a car parking area near the southern boundary allotments.   The quotation had not yet been received.
Update on acquisition of new allotment area – The Clerk had contacted the solicitor in order to finalise the Transfer but no response had been received.  Clerk to pursue.   It was agreed that Dennis Rayton would draw up a plan of the area detailing the new plots.

iii) To agree the internal auditor for 2018/19 accounts.   David Percy would undertake this at a cost of £60, as in previous years.  The Parish Council agreed to accept this.
iv) To agree the grass cutting contractors for 2019.   Nick Charrington’s cost for the road verges would be £180 per cut (last year was £160).   TMC Services costs would increase by 10% (last year was £50 per cut at 3 hours per cut).  The Parish Council agreed to accept these costs. 
11. To note outcome of Internal Control check of Parish Council finances.   Mike West had carried out the check prior to the meeting and reported there were no issues to raise.
12. To note outcome of inspection of Parish Council’s assets.   Undertaken 11.12.18 and the following assets were added to the register: Cambridge Square litter bin, teak bench on play area, log steps for double width slide, bio disk, allotment site sign and allotment site gates.   No assets required replacing or repair.   Photographs had been taken of all the assets.
13. To agree date of Annual Parish Meeting.   It was agreed to hold the Parish Meeting on 26th March 2019, 7.30pm, in Alderton Village Hall.
14. To finalise 2018/19 budget and agree Precept.  The Parish Council agreed the 2019/20 budget (details attached at end of minutes).   A precept request of £17,600 would therefore be made to Tewkesbury Borough Council before 31st January 2019.
The Chairman concluded the meeting at 9.30pm and thanked everyone for their attendance.
