1. To accept apologies for absence - Apologies were accepted from County Councillor Roger Wilson and Pam Williams. 
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda – Dennis Rayton item 4, Lilac Cottage and item 7, allotments.   Jim Keating – item 7, allotments.
The meeting was not adjourned as no parishioners were present to raise any issues.   
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 18th June 2019 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.  Matters arising were:
Appointment of village hall representative (deferred from May meeting).   Pam Williams had previously been the representative so it was agreed to ask if she would like to continue.
Update on over ground sewage pipe and manhole in Alderton Fields.   Feasibility design work for the over ground sewage pipe should be completed by the end of July.  Keith Page had spoken to Clare Ryman from Severn Trent regarding the Alderton Fields pipework/manhole and suggested they look at the Weetwood survey report.   More survey work was currently being undertaken to assess the problem.
It was noted that new councillors were booked onto GAPTC’s Being a Better Councillor courses in September and October.   All Members’ Register of Interest forms had been completed.
4. To consider and note Planning matters
CALA Homes – Public Consultation 25th June 2019.   This had been well attended by parishioners.
The Borough Councillors gave an update on the progress of the Borough Plan and 5 year housing land supply. 

Warren Farm Fruit Farm, Evesham Road, Greet – 19/00428/CLE and 19/00518/PDAD – Gretton Parish Council had asked if the Parish Council would be making comment to the Borough Council on these applications.   It was agreed that objection comments would be submitted.
Planning Applications for consideration 

9 Beckford Road, Alderton (19/00590/FUL) - Demolition of existing bungalow and erection of replacement two storey dwelling plus partial mezzanine level, attached double garage with first floor level living accommodation over, and provision of associated hard and soft landscaping.   The Parish Council agreed to respond as follows:
457/19-20/819
Alderton Parish Council does not object to replacement housing per se, but considers that this proposal would be too dominant in the street scene and the scale would be disproportionate to the scale of the neighbouring properties. The proposal would reduce the amenity enjoyed by the occupiers of the bungalows to the rear of the property. Could the applicant consider lowering the ground area to reduce the overall height?
Planning Applications for noting 

Lilac Cottage, 19 Church Road, Alderton (19/00355/FUL) - Erection of a single storey porch to side elevation.   Permission for development dated 21.6.19 with conditions.

Dixton Manor, Dixton (19/00500/FUL) - Demolition of existing stable block and erection of stables and outbuilding forming courtyard enclosure. Construction of central water trough within courtyard and new access gateway to existing paddock. (Revision of applications 17/00048/FUL & 17/00049/LBC).
The Parish Council had been notified that as the stable block was Grade 2* curtilage listed, the Borough Council had received an objection from Historic England and would shortly be receiving a further objection from the internal Conservation Officer.   As such, the demolition of the stable block was not considered to be acceptable.   The applicant had been notified of this and they were proposing to revise the scheme. 

Enforcement – Structure to rear of Gardeners Arms, Willow Bank Road, Alderton.   The Enforcement Officer was meeting the owners on site w/c 8th July and following that would be seeking a view as to whether planning permission would be required. 
5. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group and Highways 
Professional indemnity insurance cover for SID – As part of the Agreement for the use of the SID Gloucestershire County Council were requesting that the Parish Council have Professional Indemnity insurance cover of £2million in place.   The Clerk had spoken to BHIB, the Parish Council’s insurance company, who stated that this type of cover was only required when giving advice to a third party that could cause financial loss and was not relevant in these circumstances.   BHIB provided a quote of £385.26 to put this cover in place (our annual premium is £272.99).   It was agreed that the Clerk speak to Winchcombe Town Council to ascertain if they had put this type of insurance in place for their SID.
Other highways matters to note or report – The Chairman and Clerk would be meeting Dave Pritchett from Gloucestershire Highways on 7th August to chase up/action various items.
6. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field
Borough Council’s response to request for using S106 funding for Playing Field fencing – the Borough Council had confirmed that the S106 funding for Playing pitch improvements could not be used for fencing.   It was agreed to discuss the way forward at the next meeting.
Update on charging basis for Football Club’s use and cleaning of Changing Facility – Ian Hopkins reported that he would be meeting with the Club’s representative on 17th July to discuss the backdated rent, cleaning of the Changing Facility and the moving of the goal posts further back from the new play area.   The Football Club had reiterated their offer to pay part of the electricity bill for when the heating had been left on.
Play area inspection reports – reports up until the beginning of June had been received.  Items for attention were swing seats (since been replaced) and damage to the wire on the roadside fence due to people climbing over it.   A request would be put in the next newsletter reminding users to access the Field through the gate.
It was agreed that the Clerk chase up the progress of the FiT form for the solar panels.

A request for seating in the shade had been made and it was agreed that councillors give the siting of this some thought before the next meeting.

Ian Hopkins suggested that consideration be given to installing a defibrillator at the Playing Field and agreed to research grant funding for this.

7. To agree or note Allotment matters
Proposed funding bid to Green Fields Trust for grant towards on site toilet and other items – the feasibility of connecting to an existing sewage pipe and the siting of a toilet needed to be considered.   
It was believed that there was an existing pipe running across the site, but the actual location was not known.   Jim Keating would ask long standing plot holders if they were aware of the pipe.   Other items that may be included on the application were water butts and solar pumps.
