1. To accept apologies for absence – apologies were accepted from Councillors Ian Hopkins, John Kettle and Borough Councillor John Murphy.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda – Dennis Rayton, item 7 Allotments.
The meeting was not adjourned as no parishioners were present to raise any issues.   
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 17th September 2019 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.  Matters arising were:
· To agree appointment of village hall representative – Pam Williams agreed to continue as the representative
· Update on over ground sewage pipe and manhole in Alderton Fields – there was no further update and Keith Page agreed to pursue this.
4. To consider and note Planning matters
Planning Applications for consideration 

18 St Margarets Road, Alderton (19/00968/FUL) Erection of a single storey side and rear extension.  The Parish Council agreed to respond as follows: Alderton Parish Council have no objection in principle to this planning application.   However the Parish Council do question whether the garage is big enough to park a car in? This is due to the location of the property (opposite a sharp bend) and so street parking can become problematic in that area.
 
Land Parcel 0088, Willow Bank Road, Alderton (19/00772/FUL) - Residential development up to 28 units, including means of access and landscaping.   The Parish Council were currently preparing an objection response.   The Borough Council had requested feedback for the potential need for S106 obligations in respect of community infrastructure.   It was agreed to respond that these were toilet facilities at the allotment site and improvements to the Village Hall.   It was further agreed to instruct Weetwood Services to carry out a flooding assessment of the village for the cost of circa £1200.00. 
Planning Applications for noting 

Land To The Rear Of 18 - 26 Orchard Road, Alderton (18/00318/OUT) Outline application for the erection of 5No. self-build bungalows, including alterations to existing vehicular access. All matters reserved for future consideration except for means of access.  This application had been considered by the Borough Council’s Planning Committee earlier in the day and permission was refused.
12A Brookside, Alderton (19/00759/FUL) - Creation of vehicular access and parking area.   Permission for development dated 17.9.19.
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21A Beckford Road Alderton (19/00786/FUL) - Installation of dormer windows and external flue to rear and velux windows to front elevation.   Permission for development dated 8.10.19 with conditions.

9 Beckford Road, Alderton  19/00590/FUL - Demolition of existing bungalow and erection of replacement two storey dwelling with attached single garage, and provision of associated hard and soft landscaping.  Permission for development dated 9.10.19 with conditions.
Enforcement – Structure to rear of Gardeners Arms, Willow Bank Road, Alderton.   An update from the Enforcement Officer was received after the meeting and stated: “We have agreed to temporarily withhold enforcement action on this structure to enable the owner to seek advice on a sensible alternative arrangement which meets the requirements of their business.  This is ongoing at the moment and following that advice being given we will be asking for alterations to be made”.
5. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group and Highways 
· Professional indemnity insurance cover for SID – Clerk was pursuing the amendment of the legal agreement with the County Council’s legal services.
· Report on the Automatic Number Plate Recognition speed camera system – presentation at Winchcombe Town Council on 2.10.19.   Keith Page reported on the ANPR system which had been developed by a Rodborough parish councillor in conjunction with the police.   The system was effective, but expensive to install and it was agreed that the matter would be reviewed once the local police were known to be actively supporting the system.
6. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field
· Update on FiT registration – the Clerk had received confirmation from Ofgem that a community energy reference number was not required for the Changing Facility and had informed E-on accordingly.
· To consider Playing Field fencing of play area – the quotations from Greenfields for various fencing options were considered too expensive as the Council had no budget for this work and it did not meet the criteria for S106 funding.   It was therefore agreed that appropriate dog fouling signage would be placed at the entrance to the Playing Field.
· Update on charging basis for Football Club’s use and cleaning of Changing Facility – it was agreed that the Clerk contact the Club to arrange a meeting between councillors and Club representatives.   The Changing Facility had not been cleaned during September and October so it was agreed that quotations would be obtained from local cleaning contractors for this work.
· Play area inspection reports – items for action/noting.   No new reports had been received.   Councillors Page and Keating had inspected the climbing frame handle and log steps that had previously been reported.   The handle appeared to have shrunk due to the weather and Keith Page agreed to put some extra soil around the log step.
7. To agree or note Allotment matters.   It was agreed to research and purchase replacement hedging for the trees that had not survived around the new allotment area (approximately 41 trees).   Two allotment tenants had weeded out the new hedge and removed the tree guards.   Four more apprentice plots had been created and these would be advertised in the village newsletter.
8. To receive Correspondence for action 
· Village Fundraising Event 8.5.20 – request to use Playing Field and Changing Facility for village fundraising event.   The Parish Council agreed the request subject to the organiser providing a risk assessment and details of public liability insurance.
· Tewkesbury Borough Council – Borough Plan Pre-Submission Consultation (4.10.19 to 18.11.19).   It was agreed to respond that the Parish Council was supportive of the Borough Plan and that the document indicated there should be no further development in Alderton.
