1. To accept apologies for absence – Apologies were accepted from County Councillor Roger Wilson and Borough Councillor Ron Allen.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda – Dennis Rayton (item 6 – allotments and item 7 - 17 Beckford Road).
The meeting was not adjourned as there were no parishioners present.  
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 21st August 2018 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.   Matters arising were:
Update on sewage pipe repair.   Severn Trent had confirmed that they had been successful in gaining funding for the repairs.   They were also investigating the source of a smell in Alderton Fields.
4. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field 
Changing Facility solar installation update – The panels were to be installed on 6th November and completed in one day.   An Eon FIT form had been completed as far as possible for the installer.   Progress would be reported to Green Fields Trust.
Changing Facility – Valuation Office Agency – The online rent & lease details form had been completed.
New Play Area – double width slide – Wicksteed had responded that they believed the slide was fit for purpose.   It was agreed that the Clerk write to them again quoting the installation guide and reiterating that there was no problem with the existing slide.   Wicksteed would also be reminded that the Borough Council would not release the S106 funding until the problem was resolved.   (A meeting was subsequently arranged for 6th November with Borough Council representatives for advice on how to resolve the matter).
5. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group and Highways
No further update had been received on the SID application.   Gloucestershire Highways would re-tarmac the entrance to the church.   Items to be reported to Gloucestershire Highways were: a flaking pavement at the top of Ellenor Drive and the road by the pub required re-surfacing.
6. To agree or note Allotment matters.   A plot holder had requested progress on the allotment machinery insurance and it was agreed to respond that they contact the Allotment Association who were the owners of the machinery.   It was agreed to write and thank D Semczuk for ploughing and maintaining various areas of the site over the past year.

It was agreed that if the Allotment Association would share costs then the Parish Council would order a skip to remove rubbish from the site.
7. To consider and note Planning matters 
For consideration 
Part Parcel 8900, Dibden Lane, Alderton (18/00558/FUL) - Change of use of land from agricultural to equestrian use for private, non-commercial use only, associated erection of stable building including integral tack room and hay store, provision of hardcore access track for vehicular access with horse lorry turning and parking area, and retention of existing fencing (part-retrospective).  Additional drainage and landscaping information received.   The Parish Council agreed to respond as follows:
“The detached nature, scale and mass of this development has already been used as justification by a developer to try to extend the village extent to the east (contrary to the now made Alderton NDP).  Although this application (18/00338/OUT) has been withdrawn we do not see it as gone away.  

The Parish Council believes that this application fails to meet the requirements of the emerging policy RCN4 of draft Borough Plan (we accept that this is yet to be a policy but it must give us guidance) in that it will adversely affect the rural character and landscape setting of the Special Landscape Areas.   The site is only over the road from the AONB.  The position, scale and mass of these stables do not relate well to any existing group of buildings as there are no existing buildings.

Further concern arises from the change in Permitted Development rules that have been used at Willowbrook Farm, Stow Road, Alderton, a stable building circa mid 1980`s and now residential (18/00616/CLE ) and The Barn, Stow Road, Alderton, (15/00342/PDAD) a Dutch Barn moved to site in 2003 for agricultural  purposes.  It was never used for any serious commercial or hobby use and has now gained permission though PDAD as a `barn conversion` (both were applied for saying that the intended use was for hobby purposes only).   Therefore, by allowing this sort of permanent structure, that could easily be converted, we risk extending the village to the east.

The applicant has already used the` agricultural Permitted Development limits` to construct fencing (paragraph fencing 4) in what we believe has always been an equestrian application for the whole 8-acre site. The stated use for this fencing is purely for the management of horse welfare (Design & Access Statement paragraph fencing). We question the justification for retaining the fencing as it is much more than ‘purely grazing animals’ (Paragraph 1 of Comments on Parish Council objections).  

We believe that the already erected stabling is adequate for hobby use.

There are several pony paddocks in and around the village that have not required such permanent structures. One (Willow Bank Road) has permanent stabling that is used to store building materials while the ponies stay outside! (see above).

This is a very high-end hobby facility which is very close to having commercial potential (can conditions be applied?) 

Could the hay storage area be further detached e.g. open sided pole barn, to reduce the scale/mass of buildings concentrated in one corner of the field.  If all buildings are detached, then there is less of an overall mass and would be less convertible. 

Is there a need for as many stables, the applicant states in (Design & Access Statement paragraph fencing) that she has only 3 horses.  Is there a requirement for 4 stables? 

Drainage/Muck Heap 

The whole site is bounded on one side by the stream so the answer to point 12 in the application form was incorrect and should be amended.   More importantly, the position of the muck heap means it backs onto the stream.   The Design and Access Statement & Comments addressing Architect’s concerns report dated 24/09/2018 indicates: “A 3-sided open-topped block construction concrete-based area (not to exceed 3.6 x 3.6 metres in surface area and 1.5 metres in height) will be constructed in which to contain the muck heap.”   It seems impractical to have such a structure being emptied `every week` by a tractor with a row of single concrete block across the front. If being emptied weekly, does it need to be this size for only 3 horses?

 We believe we should have details (heights, materials etc) if as suggested, any roof/cover is to be constructed to keep contents dry.  The removal method is very reliant on third party goodwill e.g. the unnamed farmer, allotment users/gardeners.   Positioning the muck heap further from the watercourse would seem safer to avoid seepage into the watercourse and reduce the extent/impact/mass of the built-up area.

In the document entitled Comments addressing Architect’s concerns (report dated 24/09/2018) it states that the central drain “would consist of a soakaway of approximately 1 metre cubed and filled with rubble and course stone. The surface around the drain would be angled to encourage surface water to run into the soakaway”.  We would like to have more detail on how far from the stream the soakaway would be and whether the soil type is suitable for this.

It would be appreciated if the Environment Officer (or relevant Officer) could look again at this potential risk to the watercourse     In light of the incorrect answer to question 12 of the application form, this risk should be reviewed.

There is mention of a Manege in the Drainage paragraph of the Design & Access Statement but no other reference is given (not marked as such on a plan and no other details other than water to drain in to ditch which is a stream).  It is assumed that the 9th paddock (no tree) is to be the Manege (could we have more detail?). We would like to know more on the size of this as it adds to our concerns as to the long-term commercial potential for the site. 
Trees

Should all the trees be of same type (Maple)?   Would not a variety of types create a more rural landscape rather than this ‘parkland style ‘(positioned trees)?”

Land To The Rear Of 18 - 26 Orchard Road, Alderton (18/00318/OUT) - Outline application for the erection of 5 No. self-build bungalows, including alterations to existing vehicular access. All matters reserved for future consideration except for means of access.   The Parish Council’s objection response had been submitted to the Borough Council and the application was expected to go before the 20th November Planning Committee.
The Borough Councillors listened to the Parish Council discussions on all planning applications, but made no comments.
