1. To accept apologies for absence - Apologies were accepted from County Councillor Roger Wilson and Borough Councillor John Murphy. 
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda – Dennis Rayton item 4, 12A Brookside, Alderton and 9 Beckford Road, Alderton. 
The meeting was not adjourned as no parishioners were present to raise any issues.   
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 16th July 2019.   To note that any matters arising from this meeting will be considered at the September meeting.   The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.  
4. To consider and note Planning matters
Update on Land To The Rear Of 18 - 26 Orchard Road, Alderton (18/00318/OUT).   In June the applicant had written to the Borough Council seeking to amend the application to one self-build bungalow only.   The Borough Council’s view was that the original proposal should be formally withdrawn and a fresh application submitted, as both schemes were very different.   However, the applicant was unwilling to proceed as advised by officers and wished the existing scheme for 5 dwellings to be formally determined as it currently stood.   It was likely that the application would be determined at the Borough Council’s Planning Committee meeting on 17th September.   Mike West agreed to represent the Parish Council at this meeting, along with a resident from Orchard Road.   It was further agreed that the Clerk would write to the Borough Councillors inviting them to view the site and hear the Parish Council’s objections to the application, prior to the Planning Committee meeting.
Borough Councillor Jim Mason reported on the self-build training that would be provided for the Borough Council’s Planning Committee members.
Planning Applications for consideration 

12A Brookside, Alderton (19/00759/FUL) - Creation of vehicular access and parking area.   The Parish Council agreed that there were no objections or representations to make on this application.
9 Beckford Road, Alderton  19/00590/FUL - Demolition of existing bungalow and erection of replacement two storey dwelling with attached single garage, and provision of associated hard and soft landscaping.  The application had yet to be determined but had now been amended by submission of revised plans and information.   The Parish Council agreed to respond that provided the previous objection points had been addressed by the applicant, then no further representations would be made.
463/19-20/825
Land At Lower Stanley Farm, Gretton Fields (19/00770/FUL) - 19/00770/FUL DESCRIPTION: Variation of conditions 6 & 7 (25 year time restriction & cessation notice period) of planning permission no. 15/00350/FUL (The construction of a ground mounted 4MW solar farm and associated infrastructure including substation, transformer stations, access, roads and fencing.) To allow for 40 year operation and a 12 month cessation notice period.   The Parish Council agreed to object to this application but would discuss further and formulate a response at the September meeting.
Borough Councillor Jim Mason provided a report on permission in principle, a new planning consent route.   Borough Councillor Mason then left the meeting.
5. To agree matters relating to the Football Club’s use and cleaning of the Changing Facility - Ian Hopkins reported on his discussions with the Football Club regarding their use of the Playing Field and Changing Facility.   The following points were discussed and actions agreed:
Goal posts – The Football Club would re-position the goal posts further away from the play area and this would be completed prior to their first match on 8th September.   They were also to remove the old posts and take them away from site.

It was agreed that the Club pay their fees by bank transfer to the Parish Council.   Clerk to forward the bank details to the Club.

Moles – Football Club to tackle the mole problem and Greenfields Garden Services would fill in the holes on the pitch area.

Grass cutting – Greenfields were contracted to provide 14 cuts per season for the Parish Council.   Extra cuts required by the Football Club would incur a cost of £75 per cut, with the expectation that the Football Club would make a contribution towards this cost.
Match fees – a cost of £20 per home match would be due from the Club for the 2019/20 season onwards.   Clerk to advise which seasons the Club were currently still owing fees for.   (Subsequently determined that fees were owing for both 2017/18 and 2018/19 seasons.  On 22nd August 2019 the Football Club paid £182 for the 2018/19 season).
Cleaning of Changing Facility – The Club’s cleaning of the Changing Facility would be monitored by the Parish Council up until the end of October 2019.   If the cleaning was not satisfactory then the Football Club would lose the use of the Changing Facility.   Club to invest in a doormat to help prevent mud in the Facility.   The Parish Council were reluctant to allow the use of an outside tap for boots, as this would be difficult to monitor if the weather was frosty.
Utility bill for electricity overspend – The Club had offered to reimburse the Parish Council £120 towards the cost of the electricity when the heating had been left on earlier in the year.   It was agreed that the Club should pay the full amount of £140.   In future, if the heating was left on then the Football Club would be expected to bear the whole cost.   A timer switch could not be fitted as no timers could provide the amount of flexibility required for the type of use.   Keith Page was investigating prices for an outside light which would show if the heating had been left on.
Portable heater – Football Club to remove their heater as it had not been PAT tested.
Screens in changing rooms – these could not be removed as they were there for privacy.
Ian Hopkins agreed to pass these points onto the Football Club and thanks were given to Ian for undertaking these negotiations.
