of a Parish Council meeting held in Alderton Village Hall on Tuesday 16th January 2018 at 7.30pm.

   0 parishioners
1. To accept apologies for absence – apologies were accepted from Borough Councillor Janet Day.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda - Dennis Rayton (item 7 allotments). 
The meeting was not adjourned as no parishioners were present to raise any items.
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 19th December 2017 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.   Matters arising:
Land at Dibden Lane – Greenvolt Public Consultation 11.1.18.   The proposed development included 60 houses along with an area of employment use on the eastern edge of the field.   It was noted that this area had been linked to the equestrian development in the adjacent field as “potential area for business/employment expanding from existing equestrian development”.   Greenvolt stated that they were intending to submit a planning application to the Borough Council in February 2018.
4. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Neighbourhood Development Plan. 
The appointed Independent Examiner had sent the Parish Council some questions as she had reviewed the Regulation 16 responses and concluded that a Hearing may be required.    The Parish Council’s responses would inform her decision on whether a Hearing would be necessary.   This could possibly take place w/c 26th February or w/c 19th March and would allow half a day for the hearing and an unaccompanied visit in the other half of the day.
5. To agree or note matters relating to the Playing Field 
Wicksteed had been instructed to proceed with the installation of the new play equipment and the Parish Council were awaiting confirmation as to when this would take place.   The benches previously purchased from B&M (360/17-18/722) had now been installed on the patio area by the Changing Facility.   Keith Page agreed to meet the Football Club to consider cleaning and budgetary requirements.
6. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group and Highways
No further updates had been received regarding the Community Match funding application for SID or the speeding and parking problems within the village.   County Councillor Roger Wilson offered to chase up the SID funding if required.
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7. To agree or note Allotment matters
Plot 13A was currently in the process of being cleared, but a signed copy of the new tenancy agreement for the remaining plots had not yet been received.
County Councillor Roger Wilson left the meeting.
8. To consider and note Planning matters 
For consideration 

27 Willow Bank Road, Alderton (17/01344/FUL) – Construction of new dwelling to rear (Revised scheme following approval of application no. 15/00512/FUL).   The Parish Council agreed to object as follows:
	
	1.
	The proposed new dwelling has a larger footprint compared to that of the one approved under 15/00512/FUL

	
	2.
	The proposed scheme provides little parking and amenity area surrounding the dwelling, as the garage and outside store now remain with 27 Willow Bank Road.

	
	3.
	The proposed new dwelling is now situated right up to the southern boundary of the site.


Part Parcel 8900, Dibden Lane, Alderton (17/01364/FUL) – Change of use of land, erection of timber building and access track to be used for agriculture and private equestrian uses.   The Parish Council agreed to object as follows:
	
	1.
	The site is too divorced from any farm or residential settlement and lies in a Special Landscape Area and is only across the road from the AONB.

The site has always been an arable field sitting within the Special Landscape Area in the foreground of the AONB.   The field is now the subject of two planning applications: 17/01364/FUL and 17/00369/FUL, both for equestrian use, which will significantly change the landscape by introducing structures, fencing and access tracks into a field that previously had no entrance and no buildings or hardcore tracks.

The Cotswolds Conservation Board Position Statement “Development in the setting of the Cotswolds AONB” states:

“The surroundings of the Cotswolds AONB are also important to its landscape character and quality. There are views out of the AONB and across back into land within the AONB and views towards or into it from surrounding areas, all of which can be very significant. Development proposals that affect views into and out of the AONB need to be carefully assessed to ensure that they conserve and enhance the natural beauty and landscape character of the AONB”. 

In changing what is currently an agricultural landscape on the eastern side of the village this would also be in conflict with the three previous dismissed appeals for a site in the north west corner of the adjacent field (Gretton View): 98/3/3790/0702/OUT (also known as 98/00702/OUT) ,    14/01021/FUL (APP/G1630/W/15/3004304) and 13/01018/FUL (APP/G1630/A/14/2219972).  This landscape view, both in and out, was deemed to be a major factor in the dismissal of these Appeals. 

	
	2.
	The Parish Council are concerned that this application together with 17/00369/FUL, if allowed, could set a precedent for future development to the east of Alderton.  This is particularly in the light of Greenvolt Developments public consultation meeting held on 11.1.18, regarding their development proposals for 60 houses and employment, using the adjacent field to the west of this site.   At this event   Greenvolt made a statement that there would be a link between their site and Part Parcel 8900 (17/00369/FUL) as follows: “Potential area for business/employment expanding from existing equestrian development”.   We note that, far from “existing“, 17/00369/FUL is currently the subject of an open enforcement case.    Greenvolt have indicated that a planning application will be submitted to the Borough Council in February 2018. 

We would add that the emerging Alderton NDP does not look to extend the settlement boundary to the east and points out the significance of this landscape view.  

	
	3.
	As the original entrance into this field was via the field to the east, with no direct access via Dibden Lane, the Parish Council question whether the applicant requires a licence from Highways to cross the verge, when creating new accesses onto the public highway, as this proposes a change in the use of the field.
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	4.
	The proposal should demonstrate that there is no impingement on the watercourses referred to in the light of the Gretton and Alderton Water Course System Survey and Hydraulic Study dated May 2010.   A judgement is required to confirm if the size of the pipe used as a culvert under the accesses of both this application and 17/00369/FUL is of the correct size.


Enforcement
Land Adjoining The Sewage Disposal Works, Stow Road, Alderton - Alleged unauthorised conversion.   The Borough Council have advised that the applicant did not follow the Structural Engineer's advice and has therefore been notified that they don't have planning permission for the works.  They've been advised to involve a planning consultant and submit a full planning application.
Part Parcel 8900, Dibden Lane, Alderton - Alleged unauthorised development.   The applicant has been advised to involve a planning consultant and the Borough Council are awaiting the outcome of this.
Concerns were expressed over the condition of the sewage pipe in the field to the west of Willow Bank Road.   It was agreed that the Clerk write to Severn Trent regarding repair of the pipe and the contamination of the water course if the pipe should break.   A copy of the letter would also be sent to The Environment Agency.
A parishioner had reported some bags of rubbish fly tipped in Dibden Lane.   Clerk to report this online via the Borough Council’s website.

Borough Councillors Ron Allen and Jim Mason left the meeting.
