1. To accept apologies for absence - Apologies were accepted from Borough Councillor Janet Day.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda – Dennis Rayton (item 6 – allotments).
The meeting was not adjourned as no parishioners were present.   
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 16th October 2018 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record. There were no matters arising.
4. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field 
Update on Changing Facility solar panels – these had been installed on 6th November and the Clerk had sent the Feed in Tariff application form to E-on.   Keith Page had cleaned the gutters out. The bio-disc was making a noise and this would be investigated.
Charging basis for Football Club’s use of Changing Facility – Keith Page had contacted the Football Club to discuss the Club’s payment for hiring the Changing Facility.
To consider and adopt Playground Risk Assessment – it was agreed to adopt this and the document would be placed on the Parish Council website.
Update on New Play Area double width slide  - Parish Councillors had met with a Borough Council representative on 6th November to receive advice on how to resolve the matter.   The Parish Council was advised that the slide had been installed as per the current BS EN 1176 regulations but it would be reasonable to ask Wicksteed to supply a warning sign “Caution may be HOT” for the slide as this had been identified on the Independent Inspector’s report.  It was noted that no stamp was visible on the slide, which should state the manufacturer and date of installation.   Wicksteed could therefore be paid for the new play equipment less the slide element (£24,099.00 + VAT).  Once the outstanding issues were settled then the remainder of the money could be paid.   The Parish Council’s insurers had been contacted to provide a view on the matter and they had responded “We have checked this with the insurers Aviva, who have advised it would be up to the council if they want to put up the signage stating that the slide may be hot.  Most slides are made of metal, so it is known that metal slides become hot in the sunny climates.   In respect of the Public Liability aspect, if someone tried to put a claim in they would need to prove that the council acted negligently, this would be very difficult as the sun would be the cause of the slide being hot.”

It was agreed that the Dog Fouling poster would be replaced as it had faded.

To agree cost for tree surgery works – Arbor Vale Tree Specialists had provided a quote of £360 to carry out pruning works to various trees on the Playing Field.   It was agreed to accept this quotation.  The works would be carried out in late March 2019.
5. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group and Highways.   Gloucestershire Highways had undertaken a speed survey in Gretton Fields at the beginning of November and this had indicated that the mean speeds at both sites fell within the appropriate range for the posted speed limit.  County Councillor Roger Wilson agreed to take up the matter of the installation of the speed indicator device with Gloucestershire Highways.   A new Highways Manager for the area would be in post early December.   
Marchants Coaches had confirmed they were stopping the 606 bus service on 2nd February 2019.   The County Council had agreed to subsidise the service and would go out to tender for a new provider.   In the future the 606 service would stop at Greet and passengers would link into the service to Cheltenham.   
The mobile speed enforcement camera had recently been sited on the B4077 near Frampton Cottages.   Roger Knapp agreed to contact the police to request the data.  It was subsequently confirmed that the findings from the speed checks were: September 2018  -  2 checks and 32 offences detected and October 2018  -  4 checks and 52 offences detected.
6. To agree or note Allotment matters.   The Alderton Allotment Association AGM had been held on 15.11.18 and members had agreed to hold a tidy up morning on 1.12.18.   The Parish Council agreed to hire a skip from Budget Skips at a cost of £187.50 + VAT with the Allotment Association contributing to half of this cost.   The Association had also agreed to resume the letting and rent collection of the Apprentice plots.   As they had now resolved the problem of accessing their bank accounts the Association would put in place insurance for the allotment machinery.
7. To consider and note Planning matters (no new applications received)
For noting 
Part Parcel 8900, Dibden Lane, Alderton (18/00558/FUL) - Change of use of land from agricultural to equestrian use for private, non-commercial use only, associated erection of stable building including integral tack room and hay store, provision of hardcore access track for vehicular access with horse lorry turning and parking area, and retention of existing fencing (part-retrospective).  Additional drainage and landscaping information received.   The Parish Council had submitted further objections on 5.11.18.
Land To The Rear Of 18 - 26 Orchard Road, Alderton (18/00318/OUT) - Outline application for the erection of 5 No. self-build bungalows, including alterations to existing vehicular access. All matters reserved for future consideration except for means of access.  The application could go to the Borough Council’s December Planning Committee.
Enforcement
27 Willow Bank Road, Alderton - Alleged build not in accordance with approved plans.   Noted.
