of a Parish Council meeting held in Alderton Village Hall on Tuesday 21st August 2018 at 7.30pm.

1. To accept apologies for absence – Apologies were accepted from County Councillor Roger Wilson and Dennis Rayton.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda – no declarations of interest received.
The meeting was not adjourned as there were no issues raised.  
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 17th July 2018 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.   Matters arising were:
Update on sewage pipe repair.   Severn Trent were currently putting a case forward to gain funding for the repairs and had requested copies of Parish Council correspondence relating to the pipe’s poor state of repair ten years ago.   Repairs had been carried out to the manhole in Alderton Fields.
4. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field
Changing Facility solar quotes – The Parish Council reviewed the quotes received for the installation of solar panels on the Changing Facility.  These were as follows:

Forever Green Energy - £4186.00 + VAT (£5023.20)
Mypower - £5530.64 + VAT (£6636.76)

JEM Energy Ltd - £6966.67 + VAT (£7315.00)

It was unanimously agreed to accept the quotation provided by Forever Green Energy and instruct them to proceed with the works (Local Gov (Misc. Provisions) Act 1976 s19).  Green Fields Trust had been provided with a copy of all the quotations and had agreed to award funding to the Parish Council of £4186.00, which matched the lowest quotation.   The Parish Council thanked Green Fields Trust for their support and noted the conditions of the grant funding.   Keith Page reported that an EPC certificate was required in order to obtain the highest level of return and this would cost in the region of £100.   The Parish Council agreed this expenditure. 
Changing Facility fire system – the fire alarm repairs were now completed and A&E Fire & Security had attended site to carry out a six monthly inspection of the equipment.   The wrong fire extinguishers had originally been installed, but this had now been resolved.
New Play Area – update on correspondence with Wicksteed regarding hot slide.   The Parish Council reviewed a draft response to Wicksteed and agreed that they should be asked to re-orientate the slide, free of charge, as the temperature of the metal could harm a child.   If they were not prepared to agree to this then legal advice would be taken.   Clerk to send this response to Wicksteed.
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Grounds maintenance agreement – the Borough Council had reviewed with Ubico how it would deliver future grounds maintenance and all invoices would now be sent out in January each year.   Keith Page had agreed to provide a map detailing the areas within the village that Ubico were required to mow.
5. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group and Highways
The Parish Council were awaiting confirmation from Gloucestershire Highways that the SID could be purchased and installed.   Correspondence from a parishioner regarding the positioning of the SID post on the Beckford Road was noted. 

6. To consider and note Planning matters 
For consideration 
1 Franklin Road, Alderton (18/00552/FUL) - Installation of 2 x velux windows to the side elevation.   The Parish Council had no observations or recommendations to make on this application.
	


Part Parcel 8900, Dibden Lane, Alderton (18/00558/FUL) - Change of use of land from agricultural to equestrian use for private, non-commercial use only, associated erection of stable building including integral tack room and hay store, provision of hardcore access track for vehicular access with horse lorry turning and parking area, and retention of existing fencing (part-retrospective).   The Parish Council agreed to object to the application for the following reasons:

1.  The site is too divorced from any farm or residential settlement and lies in a Special Landscape Area.   This rises to the AONB Cotswolds escarpment in the north.   The site was originally an arable field which was sub-divided with post and rail fencing in 2017.   This was undertaken without planning permission and has changed the character of the rural setting.   This, together with the stable building and hard standing, is detrimental to the appearance and character of the landscape in the Special Landscape Area.
 

2.  The drawing provided with the application infers that permission is being sought for the whole site.   However the application form states a site area of 1285 sq metres (point 21).   There is a discrepancy between the size of these two site areas.   Point 5 of the application form infers two applications: one for the buildings and one for the land.   This requires clarification.
 

3.  The Parish Council are concerned that this proposal, if allowed, could set a precedent for future development to the east of Alderton.   Recent applications for development in this area have been dismissed at appeal: 14/01021/FUL (APP/G1630/W/15/3004304) and 13/01018/FUL (APP/G1630/A/14/2219972).   The reasons for dismissal related mainly to landscape harm.   Greenvolt are citing this "existing equine development" as one of their justifications for extending Alderton village to the east in their current application 18/00338/OUT.
 

4.  The application form (point 12) is incorrect as it states that the proposal is not within 20m of a watercourse.   The form then states that surface water will be disposed of in the existing water course.   The Design and Access Statement mentions a ditch that runs along the boundary of the site.   The proposal should demonstrate that there is no impingement on the watercourses referred to in the light of The Gretton and Alderton Water Course System Survey and Hydraulic Study dated May 2010.   This survey was commissioned by Tewkesbury Borough Council as a result of the pluvial flooding Alderton suffers from in extreme weather conditions.
5.  The application form (point 15) is again incorrect as it states that there are no trees on the development site.   There are two mature Oak trees on the site boundary to the east.   It further states that there are no trees or hedges on land adjacent to the proposed site that could influence the development or be important as part of the landscape area.  Given the Special Landscape area and rural setting of adjacent arable fields this is also incorrect.
6.  The size of the site could sustain a number of horses which would result in a need to dispose of waste/effluent (application form point 16).   In light of the pluvial flooding of that stream see The Gretton and Alderton Water Course System Survey and Hydraulic Study dated May 2010.
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7.  Should the application be approved the Parish Council request that a condition be placed whereby the site is restricted to private use only.   Given the scale of the facilities for what is presently a hobby use, the site has the potential for commercial use should it be sold in the future.
   

8.  Should the application be approved then any lighting on site should be restricted to certain times to prevent intrusion into the rural landscape, especially in the winter.   Alderton village has no street lighting.
Land On The South Side Of, Dibden Lane, Alderton (18/00338/OUT) - Outline Planning Permission for up to 60 units (Over 55 Scheme) including landscaping, 1.6ha of employment land, vehicle access, SUDs drainage and associated works. All matters to be reserved with exception of main site access.   The Parish Council were currently drafting an objection response and were awaiting the outcome of various reports that the applicant had been asked to provide.
Land To The Rear Of 18 - 26 Orchard Road, Alderton (18/00318/OUT) - Outline application for the erection of 5 No. self-build bungalows, including alterations to existing vehicular access. All matters reserved for future consideration except for means of access.   The Parish Council had drafted an objection response but this had not been submitted as the findings from the drainage and archaeology reports were awaited.

The Borough Councillors listened to the Parish Council discussions on all planning applications, but made no comments.

7. Finances
