1. To accept apologies for absence - Apologies were accepted from County Councillor Roger Wilson and Borough Councillors Janet Day, Ron Allen and Jim Mason
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda – Dennis Rayton (item 4 – Lilac Cottage and item 7 – allotments).
The meeting was not adjourned as no parishioners were present.   
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 19th March 2019 and the Annual Parish Meeting on 26th March 2019 and to agree actions on the matters arising from these meetings.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.  No matters arising.
4. To consider and note Planning matters
To discuss a Housing Needs Survey with Martin Hutchings from GRCC.   GRCC had been contacted by a planning consultant (on behalf of a house developer) asking GRCC for a fee proposal to undertake a survey of housing needs in Alderton parish.  GRCC had provided a quotation but to date had received no response.  In the meantime the Gloucestershire Rural Housing Partnership had decided that a cluster of parishes in Tewkesbury Borough, including Alderton, would form part of a new strategic programme for undertaking and revisiting housing needs surveys throughout the County.   A survey of Snowshill, Stanton, Stanway and Buckland villages had just been completed.  GRCC would be going ahead with a housing needs survey of Alderton and aiming to distribute survey questionnaires to parishioners in the autumn.   It was agreed that Martin Hutchings would contact the Clerk prior to the survey taking place.
Planning Applications for consideration 

10 St Margaret’s Road, Alderton (19/00341/FUL ) - Installation of front dormer window and alteration of existing.   The Parish Council agreed that there were no objections or representations to make on this application.
Lilac Cottage, 19 Church Road, Alderton (19/00355/FUL) and (19/00356/LBC) - Erection of a single storey porch to side elevation.   The Parish Council agreed that there were no objections or representations to make on this application.
Planning Applications for noting 
58 Willow Bank Road, Alderton (19/00080/FUL) - Single storey rear extension.   Permission for development dated 22.3.19 with conditions.
31 Willow Bank Road, Alderton (19/00117/FUL) - Erection of single storey front, side and rear and two storey side and rear extensions.  Permission for development dated 28.3.19 with conditions.
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Land To The Rear Of 18 - 26 Orchard Road, Alderton (18/00318/OUT) - Outline application for the erection of 5 No. self-build bungalows, including alterations to existing vehicular access. All matters reserved for future consideration except for means of access.  The application was not going to the Borough Council’s April Planning Committee.   It was agreed that the Clerk would write to the Borough Council requesting an update on the situation and question why there was no time limit on the determination of this application.

Enforcement – Land Adjoining The Sewage Disposal Works, Stow Road, Alderton.  A response from the Borough Council’s Enforcement was awaited.   Clerk would circulate once received. 

5. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group and Highways  
· Update on application for SID and current highways matters – The SID had now been delivered.   Thanks were given to Borough Councillor Roger Wilson for his contribution towards the cost of the device.
· “Children playing" sign on Beckford Road – Gloucestershire Highways had agreed to install a sign.
6. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field
· Recent electricity bill for Changing Facility – the Football Club had forgotten to turn off the heating, resulting in an invoice of £140.30 for electricity from 1.3.19 to 1.4.19.
· To note RoSPA Playsafety’s annual inspection of play area – not yet received.
· Play area inspection reports – items for action/noting from February & March 2019.   No further issues had been raised and the Parish Council had resolved, or were monitoring, any previous issues.
· Playing Field boundary – Gloucestershire County Council were obtaining a quote for repair.

· New car parking area – works had commenced and the contractor was awaiting a second load of road planings.
· To review allotment advertising in Winchcombe Love Local Magazine.   It was agreed to continue with the advertising for another 6 months at the current rate of £20 per month.
