1. To accept apologies for absence – Borough Cllr Murphy, Cllrs Hughes and Shaikh
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda – Cllr Rayton item 4 (30 Willow Bank Road) and item 7.
The meeting was not adjourned as no items were raised.
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meetings held on 18th May 2021 and to agree actions on the matters arising from these meetings.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.  The matters arising were:
Himalayan Balsam – Cllr Page had produced a map showing land ownership along the Washbourne Brook. It was agreed the Clerk would contact landowners to obtain permission for volunteers to walk the banks of the Brook to remove Himalayan Balsam plants.
4. To agree and note Planning Matters
To agree response 
Cllr Rayton left the meeting prior to discussion of the following item.

30 Willow Bank Road, Alderton (21/00467/FUL) - Conversion of garage to living space, new parking area and vehicle crossover.   The Agent and Applicant indicated that the rear door of the property, opening onto the allotment site, would be replaced by a window.   The Parish Council agreed there were no objections or representations to make on the application.
Cllr Rayton rejoined the meeting.

It was further agreed that correspondence between the Parish Council and the County Council Land Agent, regarding accesses onto the allotment site would be forwarded to County Cllr Gray to raise with the Land Agent.

Part Parcel 8900, Dibden Lane, Alderton (21/00716/FUL ) - Erection of a timber agricultural hay store.  The Parish Council agreed there were no objections to make on the application, subject to the inclusion of a condition that the site should only be used for private equine use and not commercial.

For noting

The Wilderness, 3 Beckford Road, Alderton (21/00408/FUL) - Conversion of existing lean to into a timber framed garage and erection of a front porch.  Permission for development dated 1.7.21 with conditions.

554/21-22/916
10 Beckford Road Alderton (21/00620/FUL) - Removal of existing garage and erection of dependants accommodation.   The Borough Council had raised concerns around the scale and design of the proposed development and were awaiting submission of a revised scheme. The existing scheme, as proposed, could not be supported at officer level.
Land Parcel 0088, Willow Bank Road, Alderton (19/00772/FUL) - Residential development up to 28 units, including means of access and landscaping.   APP/G1630/W/20/3259637 – Appeal against refusal of planning permission.   It was agreed to thank all parishioners, in the village newsletter, who had submitted objections to the proposal.   Parish Council representatives had put forward arguments at the Inquiry on social cohesion, proportionality, landscape, transport, flooding and ecology.
Lower Farm, St Margaret’s Road, Alderton (21/00105/PIP) – Permission in Principle for the erection of up to 4 no dwellings and associated access and landscaping.   Decision expected within the next week.
Enforcement – no items to report. 
5. To agree or note Highways matters
To receive update on surface water flooding in Willow Bank Road – Gloucestershire Highways would complete the CCTV survey by the end of July.   The Clerk was currently arranging a meeting with Highways to discuss the findings, along with other Highways issues.
To agree salt requirements for Winter 2021/22 – Clerk would check requirements with the Parish Snow Warden and respond accordingly.
To note Severn Trent’s response to water leak in Dixton – Severn Trent had concluded that the water leak was not from their network.   As the water was damaging the road surface this would be raised with Gloucestershire Highways.
Items to raise with Highways agreed as follows: damaged public footpath gate on B4077, water ponding around Church gates in Church Road, long standing water leak by Caravan Site on B4077, erosion of road surface edging on Beckford Road.

County Councillor Gray reported on the momentum towards an easier process for Parish Councillors to obtain Traffic Regulation Orders.   He agreed to raise the Willow Bank Road flooding and other areas of concern with Highways representatives.

6. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field
Changing Facility hire related matters for 2021/22 – Beckford Junior team and Cheltenham AFC had expressed an interest in the using the Playing Field and Changing Facility on a Saturday.  Cllr Page would organise the relevant meetings to facilitate this.   Clerk to obtain insurance details and risk assessments.
The Storage Shed cladding was now complete.
The repairs identified in the ROSPA Play Area inspection had been completed. The weekly play area inspections were now being undertaken by the volunteer group, as they had been prior to Covid.

Cllr Hughes had planted the Chestnut tree donated by a parishioner. 
7. To agree or note Allotment matters
To agree quotation for allotment clearance to rear of 30 Willow Bank Road.   Park & Landscapes Ltd had provided a quote for £850.00 + VAT.   It was agreed to obtain a second quotation.
The County and Borough Councillors left the meeting at 9.10pm.
The clearance of Plot 22B had been completed.
555/21-22/917
The western boundary fence belonging to the Charles Church development had been propped up to prevent movement.  Cllrs Page, Hughes and the Clerk had looked at the fence and felt that the props did not breach the original hedge line into the allotment site.
Cllr Rayton advised that the site plan was in hand.
The Clerk was obtaining advice from the National Allotment Society regarding the removal of  Ragwort plants which were growing in various areas around the site.

· Gloucestershire County Council - Councils Connected – noted.
· CPRE - Social Evening with AGM, 29.7.21, 6.30pm – noted.
· Tewkesbury Borough Council – Community Governance Review.   It was agreed to respond that the Parish Council was happy with the current arrangements and would therefore not be submitting any proposals. 
· Bugatti 10k Road Race, 11/08/21, temporary road closure.   The Parish Council agreed no objections to this traffic order
