of a Parish Council meeting held in Alderton Village Hall on Tuesday 19th June 2018 at 7.30pm.

1. To accept apologies for absence – Apologies were accepted from County Councillor Roger Wilson and Pam Williams
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda - Dennis Rayton (item 7 allotments).
The meeting was not adjourned as there were no issues to be raised.  A letter from a parishioner was noted regarding the surfacing of passing places within the village.   
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meetings held on 15th May 2018 and to agree actions on the matters arising from these meetings.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.   Matters arising were:
Update on Severn Trent response re sewage pipe repair - Severn Trent had indicated that they would temporarily repair the pipe and programme it for replacement within the next two years.
To consider and agree new Standing Orders – the document was reviewed and it was unanimously agreed to adopt the Standing Orders.
4. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Neighbourhood Development Plan. 
The NDP Referendum would take place on 21st June 2018.  Keith Page had requested to attend the count that evening, at Tewkesbury Borough Council offices.  The Parish Council had held one event for information purposes, on 9th June, where copies of the Plan had been available in the Village Hall for parishioners to read.   A flier had been distributed around the parish which explained the NDP and encouraged people to vote.   £808 had been received from Locality for Referendum expenditure (the display boards had been excluded as this was deemed capital expenditure).   Costs associated with NDP document printing, hall hire and display stationery would be covered by the Locality grant.
5. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field 
Changing Facility – Keith Page currently had two companies preparing quotations for the solar panels.   Tewkesbury Borough Council had confirmed the Changing Facility was not liable for Business Rates.
New Play Area – This had now been completed although the mound area remained cordoned off to allow the turf to grow.   RoSPA Playsafety would be instructed to carry out a post installation inspection.  A teak bench had been purchased (£250) for the new play area which would be funded from the S106 grant. 
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6. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group and Highways
Application for SID and current highways matters – no update available.
Gloucestershire County Council - Road Closure of St Margaret’s Drive from 27/08/2018 until  29/08/2018 for installation of new pipe by Severn Trent.   (From junction of St Margaret’s Rd to Willow Bank Rd).  This item was noted.
The pot holes around the allotment site entrance had been filled.   The wrong entrance to the church had been tarmacked but Keith Page would rectify this.

7. To agree or note Allotment matters
To hear Appeal on Notice to Quit for Plots 10A and 11.   No appeal had been lodged and it was agreed to uphold the Notice to Quit due to non-cultivation of the allotment plots.   Clerk to inform the tenant accordingly. 
Plot 16A had become overgrown and the rent was not fully paid.   It was agreed that the Clerk should ascertain whether the tenant wished to retain the plot.

Keith Page would organise for the new allotment area to be flailed off in order to keep the area tidy.

The draft standard allotment letters regarding non cultivation and unpaid rent were reviewed and it was agreed to adopt these
8. To consider and note Planning matters 
For consideration 
Land To The Rear Of 18 - 26 Orchard Road, Alderton (18/00318/OUT) - Outline application for the erection of 5 No. self-build bungalows, including alterations to existing vehicular access. All matters reserved for future consideration except for means of access.  The Borough Council had requested that the applicant provide a drainage and archaeological survey.   The Parish Council had drafted an objection response but this had not been submitted as the findings from the above reports were awaited.   The application would not be going to Planning Committee until either the end of July or possibly August.
Land On The South Side Of, Dibden Lane, Alderton (18/00338/OUT) - Outline Planning Permission for up to 60 units (Over 55 Scheme) including landscaping, 1.6ha of employment land, vehicle access, SUDs drainage and associated works. All matters to be reserved with exception of main site access.   The Borough Council had requested that the applicant provide a drainage and archaeological survey.   The Parish Council was currently drafting an objection response.   It was not yet known when this application would go to the Borough Council’s Planning Committee.
The Borough Councillors listened to the Parish Council discussions on both planning applications, but made no comments.
