1. To accept apologies for absence – Cllr Broderick
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda – Cllr Kettle item 4, 11 Beckford Road. Cllr Rayton item 4, 30 Willow Bank Road and item 7.
The meeting was not adjourned as no items were raised.

3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 17th August 2021 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.  Matters arising were:
Himalayan Balsam – the working group had removed accessible plants from the banks they had been given permission to access and from now onwards responsibility would lie with the landowners. Most of the plants had been found between Dibden Lane and Willow Bank Road.   Clerk to include this item in the next village newsletter.   Thanks were given to the members of the working group.
A complaint had been received that the footpath in the field opposite the Caravan Site at Brooklands Farm had been ploughed up.  Cllr West agreed to investigate.
4. To agree and note Planning Matters
To agree response 
8 Fletcher Close, Alderton (21/01010/FUL) – Erection of a single storey extension.   It was agreed that the Parish Council had no objections or representations to make on this application.

Parcel 8900, Dibden Lane, Alderton (21/00716/FUL ) - Erection of a timber agricultural hay store.  
Permission for development dated 17.8.21 with conditions.
30 Willow Bank Road, Alderton (21/00467/FUL) - Conversion of garage to living space, new parking area and vehicle crossover. Permission for development dated 30.7.21 with conditions.
11 Beckford Road, Alderton (21 /00886/FUL) - Erection of a rear conservatory.   Permission for development dated 31.08.2021 with conditions.
Land Parcel 0088, Willow Bank Road, Alderton (19/00772/FUL) - Residential development up to 28 units, including means of access and landscaping.   APP/G1630/W/20/3259637 – Appeal against refusal of planning permission.   The Appeal had been allowed and it was agreed that the Clerk write to Laurence Robertson MP expressing concern at the decision.

Lower Farm, St Margaret’s Road, Alderton (21/00105/PIP) – Permission in Principle for the erection of up to 4 no dwellings and associated access and landscaping.   Clerk to contact Planning Officer again regarding the delay in the decision notice.
Enforcement – no items to report. 
5. To agree or note Highways matters
· Update on surface water flooding in Willow Bank Road.   A meeting had been arranged with the Local Highways Manager on 30.9.21 to review the flooding problems in this area.   Councillors to forward any other highways issues to the Clerk for discussion at this meeting.
6. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field
· To note/agree any Changing Facility hire related matters for 2021/22 – Terms and Conditions of Hire for the Changing Facility and Playing Field had been given to all the football clubs.
· To agree Fire Risk Assessment and Health and Safety Policy for Changing Facility – these documents were unanimously agreed and would also be sent to the football clubs.
· To agree purchase of noticeboard for Playing Field & Village Hall – Cllr Kettle circulated details of noticeboard options and prices. Apart from Greenbarnes Ltd, it had been difficult to find companies who could supply the type of noticeboards required. It was agreed in principle to purchase noticeboards for the following locations: Playing Field (3 bay board circa £3427.00), Village Hall (2 bay board circa £2210.00) and Church (single board circa £585.00).   Cllr Kettle agreed to obtain a final quote from Greenbarnes Ltd for councillors to agree the final purchase costs.   S106 (£833.33) and CIL funding (£1144.00) was available to contribute towards the cost of the noticeboards.   The deadline for reclaiming the S106 funding was 11.10.21 so it was agreed that councillors would confirm their agreement to the final purchase costs via email.
· To agree purchase of fire retardant noticeboard for Changing Facility – it was agreed to purchase a Blazemaster Noticeboard and drawing pins at a cost of £26.01 + VAT
· The Council noted that AFC Cheltenham were submitting a grant application to the Football Foundation for help with pitch repairs through an initiative called ‘Pitch Power’.   The initial assessment report gave an indicative annual budget requirement of £2570.00 to carry out the recommendations.
· To receive play area inspection reports from volunteers.   The reports showed no items requiring repair or maintenance.   There were only two volunteers at present and it was agreed to advertise for more through the village Whatsapp group.   Councillors agreed to cover any inspections the volunteers were unable to do.
7. To agree or note Allotment matters
· Update on clearance behind 30 to 34 Willow Bank Road – Park & Landscapes Ltd undertook this work on 9.9.21 and the area had been cleared of all trees and shrubs except for the orchard section.
· To agree quotation for stump grinding – the cleared area required tree stump removal and levelling off before it could be cultivated for re-letting.   Park & Landscapes Ltd had provided a quotation of £700.00 + VAT for this work.   The Parish Council agreed this cost.   The clearance works had produced some rubbish which required disposal via a skip so expenditure of £160 to £215 was agreed, depending whether a 4 or 5 yard skip was required. 
· To agree purchase of generator for allotment/parish use.   Plot 22B had been cleared earlier in the year and all machinery donated to the Alderton Allotment Association.   They did not require the generator included in the machinery and the Parish Council agreed to purchase this from the Association at a cost of £100.
· To receive costs for provision of sheds in western area of site.   Cotswold & Vale Sawmills had quoted a cost of £435.85 for a 6’ x 4’ shed.   It was agreed to research other costs.
· The old Village Shop remained in the area behind 30 Willow Bank Road and it was agreed that consideration should be given to its future use at the next meeting.
Borough Councillor Jim Mason reported that the national shortage of HGV drivers had not impacted on the Borough Council’s refuse collection service.   The Borough Councillors then left the meeting.
