MINUTES: 
of a Parish Council meeting held in Alderton Village Hall, Alderton, on Tuesday 21st  December 2021 at 7.30pm.

1. To accept apologies for absence – apologies were accepted from County Councillor Gray and Borough Councillor Murphy 
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda – Dennis Rayton item 6 (15 St Margaret’s Drive).
The meeting was not adjourned as no parishioners were present to raise any issues.   
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 16th November 2021 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.  Matters arising were:
Tewkesbury Borough Council – Local Heritage List.   Cllr West reported that the Lower Farm proposal had been submitted and the Church Building Group were considering the Old Rectory grounds.   Other proposals required consultation with owners before being put forward for nomination.   Pillboxes and milestones would be included and other places identified within the village.
To agree cost of allotment shed provision – three quotes had been obtained for the provision of four pent allotment sheds in one block for the new area of the allotment site:
MGB Sheds - £1634 excluding VAT plus delivery/erecting £360

D & M Sheds - 2395 excluding VAT, plus painting shed in oil based stain £100.00

S and T Sheds - £2000 excluding VAT

Cllr West proposed and Cllr Rayton seconded, unanimously agreed to instruct MGB Sheds to provide two blocks of four sheds at a cost of £3448.00 + VAT.   MGB Sheds had also provided a quotation for an 8’ x 6’ shed at a cost of £770.00 (including VAT) plus delivery of £70.00.   This would replace the current Allotment Association machinery shed which was falling apart.   It was unanimously agreed to also purchase this shed.   
Update: the Allotment Association had subsequently indicated that they would prefer a 10’ x 8’ shed (replacing like for like) and would fund the difference in price.   However this would lead to VAT reclaim and ownership difficulties.   MGB Sheds had then quoted £1070 (including VAT) + £70 delivery for a 10’ x 8’ shed.   If this was ordered with the pent sheds then they would waive the £70 delivery fee.   Councillors unanimously agreed via email on 6.1.22 to purchase the larger shed for the machinery.
4. To agree appointment of Locum Clerk.   The Clerk had submitted her resignation with her last working day being 28th January 2022.   Details of a Locum Clerk had been circulated to Councillors prior to the meeting.

Council agreed to appoint a Locum Clerk with immediate effect, to enable a smooth handover. Council agreed to add the Locum Clerk to the existing Payroll system with PATA at the agreed rate. Both Clerks would be in attendance at the next Parish Council meeting.

5. To agree delegation of authority in consultation with Councillors by electronic means or telephone to make decisions on behalf of the Council, if required, for the Council to continue functioning during possible Covid 19 restrictions.  The following delegation was agreed should the Government introduce further Covid 19 restrictions: 
· Face to face Council meetings would be convened as per Government advice at the time.

· Any matters requiring a decision would be agreed via email if possible, otherwise decisions will be delegated to the Clerk, Chairman and Vice-Chairman as per Alderton Parish Council’s current Standing Orders (para 19, Delegation to Proper Officer).

· Payments would be agreed via email to all the Parish Councillors and two Councillors will authorise the online payments through Lloyds Bank.

6. To agree and note Planning Matters
To agree response 
10 Beckford Road, Alderton (21/01495/FUL) - Demolition of the existing double garage and erection of an annexe for uses ancillary to the dwellinghouse.   It was agreed that the Parish Council respond as follows: “Alderton Parish Council note that this second application has significantly scaled down the proportions of the annexe. There are no further objections subject to a condition being included that ensures the finished floor levels are at the same level as the existing ones”.
Cllr Rayton left the meeting prior to the following item being discussed.

15 St Margaret’s Drive, Alderton (21/01508/FUL) - Conversion of garage to living space and associated alterations.   It was agreed that the Parish Council had no observations or recommendations to make on this application.
Cllr Rayton returned to the meeting.

To consider any planning applications received/matters to note following publication of the agenda.   
Contact with Cala Homes – No information on planning conditions had been published on the Borough Council’s website.   Cllr Broderick agreed to draft an email to Cala requesting Parish Council input.   Cllr West requested that the future threat of development be kept as a standing item on future agendas.
Cllr Page gave an update on S106 funding for the Village Hall following a discussion with the Community Development Officer.   This item to be included on the Council’s January agenda.
7. To consider and agree costs for 2022/23 services.   The following costs had been received:
· Verge cutting - TMC Services had quoted £55.00 per cut (same as 2021 season) for the grass area around the War Memorial and the verges outside and opposite the allotments site.   It was agreed to accept this quotation.
· Verge cutting - N Charrington had quoted £200.00 per cut (£180.00 in 2021 season) for the roadside verges in Dibden Lane, Willow Bank Road and Alderton Fields.  It was agreed to accept this quotation.
· Playing Field – Greenfields had quoted £90 per cut (normally 14 cuts per season, in 2021 this was £80 per cut).   Total = £1260 + VAT.     To cut the field and collect all arisings would be £125 per cut. Countrywide had also quoted £90 per cut (14 cuts per season) total = £1260.00 + VAT.   To cut and collect mowings would be on a one off basis at £510.00 + VAT.   It was agreed to request a third quote from Ubico.
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· Changing Facility electricity – the fixed tariff with EDF Energy ended on 31 March 2022.  The Clerk had obtained some quotes but these were regularly being changed by the utility companies.   It was agreed to consider this item at the January meeting.  Cllr Page was investigating what maintenance the solar panels required.  (Note: The electricity supply contract for the phone box in Cambridge Square was a 2 year contract and due for renewal in February 2023.)
8. To receive a report on the inspection of the Parish Council assets and to agree and adopt the updated Asset Register.   Cllrs Kettle and West had undertaken an asset inspection on 15th December and reported that the dog waste bin next to the allotments site required replacing (budgeted for in 2022/23) and repairs were needed to the fence between the playing field and the Millennium Copse.   The Clerk had inspected the Dixton grit bin on 18th December and this required no maintenance.   Clerk to update Asset Register.
The concrete plinths on the Playing Field were discussed and Cllr Page agreed to contact former parishioners regarding the placement of memorial benches on the plinths.   In the meantime Councillors would place some soil around the edges of the plinths. 

9. To consider and agree 2022/23 precept and budget.   It was agreed to approve the 2022/23 budget as per details attached at the end of these minutes.   It was further agreed to request a precept requirement of £18,480.00.   Clerk to submit this request to Tewkesbury Borough Council.
10. Finances

i. To receive the current state of accounts @ 30th November 2021.   Current Account balance = £712.68,  Deposit Account = £29,056.13.   Budget v Actual attached at end of agenda.   Cllr Shaikh had approved the October and November 2021 bank reconciliations.
ii. To approve payments and note receipts: The following payments were approved:
