MINUTES: 
of a Parish Council meeting held in Alderton Village Hall, Alderton, on Tuesday 20th  October 2020 at 7.30pm.

1. To accept apologies for absence – apologies were accepted from Borough Councillor John Murphy.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda – Cllr Rayton item 5 (37 Willow Bank Road and Gardeners Arms), Cllrs Keating and Rayton, item 8, allotments
The meeting was adjourned so that parishioners could raise any issues.  A question was raised on the progress of the Speed Indicator Device. The Parish Council were awaiting a response from the County Highways Legal Department.  
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 22nd September and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.  Matters arising were:
· Weetwood survey – the draft Technical Note and poster had been received.   Cllr Page would speak to Weetwood regarding amendments.
· Himalayan Balsam – the Clerk had emailed the Carrant Brook Restoration Project and was waiting a response.  If none were forthcoming then the Parish Council would identify the landowners adjacent to the Brook with a view to forming a working party to clear any plants next year.
As representatives from Alderton Football Club were present it was agreed to move item 7 up the agenda.

7. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field
To discuss hire of Changing Facility and pitch for 2020/21 football season – discussions took place on the state of the pitch and communications between the Parish Council and the Football Club.   The following items were agreed:

· AFC’s intention was to remain playing in Alderton and the Club agreed to grade the top-soil presently on site and spread it on the pitch to improve the surface.   

· The Parish Council would provide further top-soil when required.

· AFC had contact with a groundsman who could provide advice on pitch improvements.   The Parish Council agreed that advice should be sought by AFC and provided to the Council for consideration.

· AFC agreed to take details of any players who could not access the Covid QR code at the Changing Facility.

· The Parish Council would ensure that the Changing Facility was Covid-secure when AFC required use of it.
· The AFC Chairman would be included in any emails to the Football Club.
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To receive update on purchase of mower and building of storage shed – the doors had been fitted and the shed roof would be installed later in the week.   Cllr Page was awaiting a response from the provider of a suitable mower.

To receive an update on measures taken to make the Changing Facility Covid secure – the fogging machine had been purchased and it was agreed this should be made available to other village organisations if they required use of it.   The hand sanitising dispensers had been fitted and the legionella test completed.   A deep clean had also been undertaken.
To receive recent Play Area inspection reports – no items had been raised on recent reports apart from the holes in the wire on the roadside fence.   It was agreed to obtain a quotation from Park & Landscape Services to install a thicker guage wire on this fence and also provide a fence between the Millennium Copse and the road.   It was agreed that if the cost was under the authority to spend limit of £1k then the Chairman and Clerk were to instruct the works to proceed.
To agree request to site a second memorial bench on the Playing Field – this was unanimously agreed.
The split Ash tree would be felled on 21.10.2020 along with some nearby elder trees.   The remaining stump would be ground out to prevent re-growth.   The reason for felling the tree would be explained in the November village newsletter.
Millennium Copse – Cllr Kettle suggested planting various bulbs in the Millennium Copse.   This was agreed and Cllr Kettle confirmed he would research costs.
4. To co-opt Parish Councillor – it was unanimously agreed to co-opt Yasmin Shaikh to the role.   Cllr Shaikh was unable to be present but would sign her Declaration of Acceptance of Office and Register of Members Interests Form prior to the next meeting.
5. To agree and note Planning Matters
To discuss Government consultation on proposals for reform of the planning system in England.  The Clerk had written to Laurence Robertson MP and was awaiting his response.
To agree response

10 Beckford Road, Alderton (20/00959/FUL & 20/00960/LBC ) - Alterations to existing chimney stack.   It was agreed to respond that the Parish Council had no objections or recommendations to make on this application. 
37 Willow Bank Road, Alderton (20/00903/FUL) - Demolition of rear extension and erection of a two storey rear and side extension.   It was agreed to respond that the Parish Council had no objections or recommendations to make on this application. 
Gardeners Arms, Beckford Road, Alderton (20/00585/FUL) - Erection of replacement shelter for refrigerators/freezers, demolition of existing smoking shelter and erection of 3 no. smoking shelters.   As this application had only just been received it was agreed to hold a site meeting to discuss the application.
For noting

The Hobnails Inn, Little Washbourne (20/00189/FUL) - Erection of boundary wall and gates (retrospective application).  Permission for development dated 1.10.2020 with no conditions. 
6. To agree or note Highways matters
Update on Professional indemnity insurance cover for SID – the Clerk was awaiting a response from Highways Legal Services.   BHIB had confirmed that as long as the SID was fitted according to manufacturer’s instructions and the necessary risk assessment had been carried out, then they would cover any claims.
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Update on meeting with Highways Representatives on 29.9.20 – minutes of the meeting had been circulated to all Councillors.   The Borough Council had replaced the road sign on the junction of Willow Bank Road and the B4077, but the Beckford Road sign outside the Gardeners Arms was still outstanding. Cllr Keating confirmed that the Franklin Road sign was awaiting fitting.   Cllr Page had sent the Subtech drainage information on Willow Bank Road to Highways.  The grit bin on the junction of St Margaret’s Road/Drive had been installed.   Clerk to contact Highways to request that it be filled.
8. To agree or note Allotment matters
Update on County Council’s inspection of allotment site 25/09/2020 – The County Council’s Land Agent had viewed the conservatory to the rear of 30 Willow Bank Road and confirmed that she would pass the matter onto their Legal Services to advise the estate agent that the conservatory should be removed.   She further confirmed that the County Council was responsible for trees on the allotment site and their arborist would inspect the large tree on the boundary of 26 and 30 Willow Bank Road next year.   The Land Agent complimented the Parish Council on the well-managed allotment site.   Clerk to report this in the November village newsletter.
The Allotment Association were holding a working party on 7th November to clear dead trees and undergrowth from the south western boundary hedge.
