MINUTES: 
of a Parish Council meeting held in Alderton Village Hall on Tuesday 17th March 2020 at 7.30pm.

1. To accept apologies for absence – apologies were accepted from Borough Councillors John Murphy and David Gray.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda - Cllrs Keating and Rayton, item 7, allotments
No parishioners were present so the meeting was not adjourned.   
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 18th February 2020 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.  Matters arising were:
· Weetwood survey – had commenced 7th March and Cllr Page was providing some information.   Survey should be complete by April.
· Phone box defibrillator – the new defibrillator had been received.   Clerk to research options for recycling the old one.
· Salvation Army - siting a Salvation Army Clothing recycling bank.  Clerk awaiting a response from the charity regarding siting requirements. 

It was agreed to move item 8 (Coronavirus) up the agenda, as the village website representative was in attendance.   
8. NALC – Coronavirus advice.   The meeting discussed the provision of help to vulnerable parishioners during the Coronavirus outbreak.   The village website co-ordinator had around 80 volunteers within the village who had offered to help and the following protocols were agreed:
A community support letter would be delivered to every house within the parish during the next few days.   This would give two identified contacts for each road who would support residents with shopping, urgent supplies, posting mail or a friendly phone call during the Coronavirus outbreak.   If the contacts were not available then details of the three scheme co-ordinators would also be provided as back up.
The April newsletter would be used as a follow up to the community support letter and would also provide relevant information from the Borough and County Councils.

The village website co-ordinator would update and distribute relevant information through social media and the website, as it was received.

Use of local facilities would be encouraged eg shop, garage etc.   The Gardeners Arms were providing a food home delivery service.
Village events would be cancelled.   All meetings at both the Borough and County Council had been cancelled.

With regard to the Parish Council the following protocols were agreed:
No meeting would take place in April.   Any subsequent meetings would be convened as per Government advice at the time.

Any matters requiring a decision would be agreed via email if possible, otherwise decisions would be delegated to the Clerk, Chairman and Vice-Chairman as per Alderton Parish Council’s current Standing Orders (para 19, Delegation to Proper Officer).
It was agreed that the Clerk research internet banking arrangements and if appropriate, seek the Parish Council’s authorisation to set up such an arrangement with Lloyds Bank.
4. To consider and note Planning matters
Alderton Housing Needs Survey – the Parish Council noted the survey outcome and agreed there were no actions arising.   No input was required from GRCC.
Planning Applications for consideration 

Sunrise Bungalow, Gretton Fields, Gretton (20/00174/FUL) - Erection of a rear extension, loft conversion and removal of existing garage.   The Parish Council agreed the following observations on this application:
1. The existing and proposed site plans show existing garage to Sunrise detached and garage to Small Corner not included. 

2. Proposed rear extension depth not fully shown – the roof form is part of the single storey.

3. The proposed first floor plan shows a line fully across the line of the window to rear –  the building extends approximately 1m beyond. 

4. Roof light positions should have condition that the bottom of the rooflights should be a minimum of 1.7m above finished floor level to avoid overlooking south east and north west. 

5. The proposed plan shows an impression of a window at the external side wall to the office/study area.

6. Existing drive/parking area not shown on site plan. 

Planning Applications for noting 

Land Parcel 0088, Willow Bank Road, Alderton (19/00772/FUL) - Residential development up to 28 units, including means of access and landscaping.   The application had been refused at the Borough Council’s Planning Committee on 17th March 2020.   A copy of the Parish Council’s objections had been delivered, by hand, to all members of the Planning Committee the previous week.   Cllr Keating thanked Parish Councillors for their time and contributions in preparing the objection response.   Thanks were also given to Caroline Page for speaking on behalf of residents at the meeting.
Land On The South Side Of Dibden Lane, Alderton (19/00781/OUT) - Erection of up to 41 new residential dwellings, including 20 affordable houses, associated access and landscaping.  The application had been scheduled to go to the Borough Council’s Planning Committee on 17th March 2020 but had been withdrawn beforehand.. 
Enforcement 
Structure to rear of Gardeners Arms, Willow Bank Road, Alderton – no further update received.
Hobnails Inn, Little Washbourne – a planning application (20/00189/FUL) had been submitted for the retention of the fence and wall.   The Parish Council agreed to object on road safety visibility issues. 
5. To agree or note Highways matters
· Professional indemnity insurance cover for SID – it was agreed to raise this with County Councillor Vernon Smith and Borough Councillor David Gray as Gloucestershire County Council legal department would not respond.
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· Meeting with Glos Highways Representative 3.3.20.   Cllrs Page and Keating met with representatives and discussed the following:
Blocked drains in village

Beckford Road stream (behind Changing Facility) – backing up

Arch bridge – standing water when heavy rainfall

Ditch clearance in Dibden Lane

Beckford Road – surface patchy/some potholes 

Ellenor Drive pavement – in the Highways 2020 budget for repair

Frampton Cottages – twisted road sign

· Village road signs – Road sign by pub will be replaced by the Borough Council in the new financial year.   Franklin Road sign should be supplied by the developer.
6. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field
· Update on cleaning of Changing Facility.   Some cleaning had taken place but personal effects had been left behind.   Clerk to request that Football Club move these to the store shed.
· A temperature regulating valve had been fitted in the disabled toilet and the shower heads cleaned.   The solar heating had been turned off until needed for the next event.

· Play area inspection reports – reports received but there were no items for action/noting.   
· Dog signs for play area – the Parish Council agreed the format and the Clerk would obtain a quote from Signs R Us at Evesham.
7. To agree or note Allotment matters
· Toilet hire – the portable toilet was now on hire and sited by the composting area.
· Report on Allotment Association Meeting 5.3.20 – Jim Keating reported that the meeting had been well attended and the minutes circulated.   It was agreed that it should be Alderton Allotment Association rather than the Parish Council that submitted a grant application to Green Fields Trust to provide water butts and compost bins for the allotment site.   It was envisaged that these would be offered to the plots on the new allotment site first and then to those on the main site.
