1. To accept apologies for absence – Apologies were accepted from Borough Councillor Jim Mason and Pam Williams
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda - Dennis Rayton (item 7 allotments and item 8 Planning, 8 Church Road).
The meeting was not adjourned as no parishioners were present.   
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 19th June 2018 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.   Matters arising were:
Update on Severn Trent response re sewage pipe repair – nothing further to report but it was agreed that the Clerk would obtain an update for the next meeting.
4. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Neighbourhood Development Plan.   The NDP Referendum held on 21st June 2018 had resulted in 98% of the parish voting in favour of the Plan, with a 60% turnout.   At a meeting of Tewkesbury Borough Council on 24th July 2018, it was resolved to bring the Alderton Neighbourhood Plan into legal force under Section 38A(4) of the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004 (as amended).   The Alderton Neighbourhood Development Plan  therefore now formed part of the statutory Development Plan for Tewkesbury Borough Council.  Thanks were given to the Chairmen of the NDP Group, along with all the volunteers, who had been involved with the NDP.

It was agreed that the Clerk would obtain the remainder of the NDP grant funding from Tewkesbury Borough Council (£1k).   It was further agreed that any unspent Locality funding would be returned if there were no other outstanding expenses.

It was agreed to move items 6, 7 and 8 up the agenda.
6. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group and Highways.   No further update had been received from Gloucestershire Highways and County Councillor Roger Wilson agreed to chase the SID progress.   It was agreed to respond with progress of the SID installation to a parishioner with concerns over excessive traffic speed in Gretton Fields.
7. To agree or note Allotment matters
The tenant had now vacated Plots 10A and 11 following the Notice to Quit.   These now needed to be cleared and ploughed.

8. To consider and note Planning matters

For consideration 

Charles Church (13/00114/FUL) – Outstanding planning conditions to be resolved.   Residents were experiencing problems with the failed landscape planting and blockages in the sewage pipes.   A Residents Association was being formed and they were in discussions with Charles Church regarding the re-planting of the landscaped areas.   Thanks were given to the Parish Council for their help with involving the Borough Council’s Enforcement Officer.
Land On The South Side Of, Dibden Lane, Alderton (18/00338/OUT) - Outline Planning Permission for up to 60 units (Over 55 Scheme) including landscaping, 1.6ha of employment land, vehicle access, SUDs drainage and associated works. All matters to be reserved with exception of main site access.   The Parish Council were currently drafting an objection response and were awaiting the outcome of various reports that the applicant had been asked to provide. 
Land To The Rear Of 18 - 26 Orchard Road, Alderton (18/00318/OUT) - Outline application for the erection of 5 No. self-build bungalows, including alterations to existing vehicular access. All matters reserved for future consideration except for means of access.  The Parish Council had drafted an objection response but this had not been submitted as the findings from the drainage and archaeology reports were awaited.

8 Church Road, Alderton (18/00655/FUL) – Erection of a 1.5 storey rear extension.   The Parish Council had no objections or representations to make on this application.

17 Beckford Road, Alderton (18/00682/FUL) - Erection of a single storey front extension & rear conservatory.   The Parish Council had no objections or representations to make on this application.
For noting -  no planning permissions to note.
Enforcement
Land Adjoining The Sewage Disposal Works, Stow Road, Alderton - Alleged unauthorised conversion.   The Borough Council were monitoring the conversion works.
Part Parcel 8900, Dibden Lane, Alderton - Alleged unauthorised development.   A planning application had been submitted (18/00558/FUL)
Part Parcel 4700, Dibden Lane, Alderton - Alleged unauthorised works on protected tree. Investigations were ongoing.
5. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field 
Changing Facility – update on solar quotes.   Keith Page was obtaining the quotations and would forward these to Green Fields Trust.
New Play Area – To note post installation inspection of play equipment.   Playsafety had undertaken a safety inspection on 25.6.18 and raised concerns over the double width slide: “check orientation of slide, as the surface was extremely hot to the touch – consider signage warning of hot surfaces”.  The Parish Council had queried these findings with Wicksteed who had forwarded the installation guide for the slide.   This had stated that the equipment should not be sited facing south or near due south due to heat build-up.   A request had been made to Wicksteed to return to site and re-orientate the slide.  In the meantime it was agreed that the slide be cordoned off immediately and a sign be placed to say that it was not in use for health and safety reasons.
Meeting with TBC to review grounds maintenance agreement – Keith Page and Dennis Rayton had met a Borough Council representative on 12.7.18 and agreed the areas to be mown along with the frequency.   The Borough Council were also liable for some grass verge cutting and it was agreed to request that they mowed the verge outside the Church in Church Road.
It was agreed to arrange for a one-off clean of the Changing Facility.
