1. To accept apologies for absence – apologies were accepted from Borough Councillor John Murphy.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda – Cllr Rayton, item 7 Allotments.
The meeting was not adjourned as no parishioners were present to raise any issues.   
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 15th October 2019 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.  Matters arising were:
· Update on over ground sewage pipe and manhole in Alderton Fields.  Cllr Page had taken pictures of the recent flooding around the sewage pipe and manhole in Alderton Fields.   He agreed to speak to Severn Trent once the wider flooding problems had reduced.
4. To consider and note Planning matters
Planning Applications for consideration 

Land Parcel 0088, Willow Bank Road, Alderton (19/00772/FUL) - Residential development up to 28 units, including means of access and landscaping.   The Parish Council’s objection response was progressing.   Residents were currently unable to upload photographs on the Borough Council’s website when submitting comments on this application.   In the meantime any parishioners wishing to submit photographs should send these to Anj Patel, Community and Place Development Officer, who would forward them on to the Planning Officer.
Planning Applications for noting 

18 St Margarets Road, Alderton (19/00968/FUL) Erection of a single storey side and rear extension.   Decision awaited. 
Enforcement – Structure to rear of Gardeners Arms, Willow Bank Road, Alderton.   The Borough Council were temporarily withholding enforcement action to enable the owner to seek advice on alternative arrangements.
5. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group and Highways 
· Professional indemnity insurance cover for SID.   The Agreement was currently with Gloucestershire Highways legal team for revision.   It was agreed that the Clerk contact the legal services direct to get this item resolved. 
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6. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field
Update on FiT registration – Eon had confirmed that all the requested information had been received and a welcome pack was in the post.   The current solar reading was 4044 (19.11.19) but it was doubtful that the account would be activated in time to meet the quarterly deadline of 26th November.   The next meter reading was to be provided in February and the payment for any electricity generated would be backdated to 19th November 2018.   Meter readings had to be provided every 3 months.
The minutes of the meeting dated 27th October 2019, between Parish Councillors and Alderton Football Club were agreed and would be attached to these minutes.   It was noted that the Club had cleaned the Facility after their match on 17th November.
To agree expenditure on pitch improvements – Greenfields Garden Services had provided a quotation dated 5th November 2019 (ref43657/G/1119) for the following works:
Cut football pitch on low setting £75.00 plus VAT

Roll the football pitch £310.00 plus VAT

Spray the whole playing field with a selective weed killer for killing Plantain and Dandelion Spring 2020 £470.00 plus VAT.

It was agreed to instruct Greenfields to carry out these works and they would be asked to carry out the cutting and rolling as soon as possible.

Tewkesbury Borough Council had confirmed that the above items, along with the purchase of a mower and storage shed, would all be eligible for S106 pitch improvements funding. 

Play area inspection reports had been received for September and October 2019.   Two items had been noted: a loose log step on the mound and fixings on a swing seat.   Clls Page and Keating had inspected both items and put additional soil around the log step.   The swing seat required no action.   They had also carried out repairs to the roadside fencing, repaired and cleaned the Changing Facility gutters and applied some grass seed to bare areas on the field.

 A request had been made to the Parish Council for netting to be installed on the recently repaired fence adjoining the County Council owned paddock next to the Playing Field.   It was agreed to defer this item until later next year.
A request for the provision of dog agility equipment had been made to the Parish Council.   This had been put forward to the Borough Council as a possible item for S106 funding, but had been deemed not eligible. However it could be funded through CIL charges.

Greenfields Trust had asked if the Parish Council would allow the display of a sign in the Changing Facility to highlight the funding available from the Trust.   This was agreed.

All the recently created apprentice plots had now been let.

11. To approve NALC recommended 2019/20 Clerk’s salary rates.   It was agreed to approve the Clerk’s pay scale for 2019/20, applied from 1.4.19.  Scale SCP24 (now SCP15) had risen from £11.643 per hour to £11.91 per hour, therefore 12 hrs per week = 624 hours pa = £7431.84 pa / £619.32 per month.   New rate to be used from the November salary payment. Back pay from April to October 2019 = 7 months x £13.88 (£619.32 - £605.44) = £97.16.
12. To discuss requirements for 2020/21 budget.   It was agreed that the current reserve budgets would be retained.   The Borough Council had confirmed that expenditure on the football pitch could be funded from S106 grant.   Expenditure on village assets in 2020/21 would be reviewed and a draft budget proposal would be considered at the December meeting.    The location of village assets would be recorded on Parish Online and Cllr Page agreed to circulate the password.
The Chairman concluded the meeting at 9.15pm and thanked everyone for their attendance.

Minutes of a Meeting between Alderton Parish Council and Alderton Football Club

held in Alderton Changing Facility on 27th October 2019 at 2pm.

	1.
	Cleaning (post-match condition)     

The cleaning after today’s football was much improved and therefore if this standard is maintained (maybe with sweep up of dried grass etc on Mondays and mud marks kept on top of) then APC will be happy if this continues and will monitor as season progresses.  

AFC will investigate what equipment they may need to help with the cleaning (garden sprayer, Wet Vac, better mops etc).   Hose pipe considered by APC too prone to misuse. 

Please ensure mops are washed regularly after use by AFC. 

All AFC miscellany eg footballs, white line solution etc to be kept in store area.

APC to carry out inspection on Tuesday after match.   If Facility is not to pre-match condition, then an email will be sent to the manager to rectify within 7 days.  Failure to comply will result in any remedial costs incurred by APC being charged to AFC.

It was agreed the rate including Changing Facility for seasons 2017/18 and 2018/19 should be £14/game.

It was agreed the rate going forward should be £20/game subject to an acceptable cleaning level being maintained.

	Goal post return to original 2013 position & removal of old posts

It was accepted that AFC would investigate if they are able to move the post to an agreed position themselves before 31st March 2020.   If AFC are unable to then they would contribute £250 towards the cost of APC getting a contractor to move them.   AFC would find “scrap man” to recycle the old posts asap.

	Utility Bills for heating left on March /April 2019


APC accepted the offer of £120 towards the approx. £140 extra costs incurred.  AFC accepted they had not had sufficient methods in place to ensure the heating was not left on.  AFC offered to investigate some kind of timer that would help avoid any future problems and provide that information to APC.

APC offered that the £120 could be paid on terms to suit AFC`s lack of current finances, as long as payment in full was received by the end of the current season, or 31st March 2020.

	Moles /fence/top dressing etc



APC explained the current mole catching progress and its possible effect on filling in the uneven surface.   APC will provide an update after talks with Greenfields. 

AFC raised concerns on the mowing (length of grass /frequency of cut).   APC said they understood that an extra cut cost £75/cut but would enquire how many cuts were left in the current contract and if there is a date that Greenfields would not be able to cut past.

AFC requested that the pitch is rolled with a heavy roller.   APC agreed to ask if Greenfields are able to, or if they could recommend a contractor with suitable equipment ie light tractor /heavy roller.   AFC will also make local enquiries (farmers etc).

485/19-20/847

There was some debate as to the possibly of S106 monies providing a mower that could be used to provide a more flexible grass cutting solution.  Various problems were discussed (insurance, storage, repairs etc).  If AFC indicated that they would take responsibility for its operation etc then APC offered to check with TBC if any of this would be possible under the terms of S106.

The fencing recently replaced by GCC was much safer to climb but AFC asked if netting at low level could be added to prevent balls rolling though.   APC’s view was to see how it goes and wait until new fence is less fresh in GCC minds.
