of a Parish Council meeting held in Alderton Village Hall, Alderton, on Tuesday 22nd September 2020 at 7.30pm.

1. To accept apologies for absence – apologies were accepted from Borough Councillor John Murphy and Councillor Ian Hopkins.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda - Cllrs Keating and Rayton, item 7, allotments
The meeting was not adjourned as no parishioners were present.   
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 21st July 2020 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.  Matters arising were:
· Weetwood survey – expected to be completed and received by the end of September 2020.
· The Public Sector Bodies (Websites and Mobile Applications) Accessibility Regulations 2018 – The Parish Council website was compliant.
4. To agree and note Planning Matters
54 Willow Bank Road, Alderton (20/00631/FUL) - Erection of a single storey side/rear extension.   The Parish Council had previously responded that there were no objections or representations to make on this application.
Enforcement 
Structure to rear of Gardeners Arms, Willow Bank Road, Alderton – No further updates received from the Borough Council.
Gardeners Arms, Beckford Road, Alderton - Alleged unauthorised smoking shelter within curtilage of grade II listed building.  No further updates received from the Borough Council.
The Hobnails Inn, Little Washbourne (20/00189/FUL) - Erection of boundary wall and gates (retrospective application).  No further updates received from the Borough Council. 
5. To agree or note Highways matters
· Update on Professional indemnity insurance cover for SID – it was agreed to ask the County Council to amend the wording on paragraph 2.8 of the legal agreement from ‘indemnify’ to ‘will meet all reasonable sums arising’.   It was agreed that the Clerk would check with the Council’s insurers to ascertain if there were any liabilities they would not cover.
· Installation of new grit bin on junction of St Margaret’s Road and St Margaret’s Drive - this had been purchased and received.   Highways had provided a plan showing the area where the bin was to be sited. 
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· Agenda items for meeting with Highways Representative on 29.9.20 - these included flooding and blocked drain problems, footpath surfaces and signs. 

6. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field
To agree necessary works to split Ash tree. Quotations had been received as follows:
Park & Landscape Services – removal of tree - £650 + VAT

Greenway Tree Care – removal of tree - £700 + VAT or crown reduction/bracing - £650 + VAT
It was agreed that the Ash tree should be removed.  Councillors questioned whether the quotes included stump removal/treatment and the possibility of Honey Fungus problems.   The Clerk would obtain answers from the contractors.   It was further agreed that the final decision on choice of contractor should be taken by the Chairman and Clerk.  A parishioner had offered some trees to the Parish Council for planting in suitable locations around the village.   It was agreed that one or two could be planted on the Playing Field boundary.   Clerk to respond to parishioner accordingly.
The Council noted that selective weedkiller had been applied on 7.8.2020 by Greenfields and that Park & Landscape Services had moved the goal posts.
To receive update on purchase of mower and building of storage shed – nothing further had been heard regarding a suitable mower.   The shed base had been constructed and the steel doors would be delivered at the end of the month.   The bricklayer would be on site on 3rd and 4th October and should complete the brickwork in a weekend.   An application for a credit account with Bence had been submitted in order to purchase necessary materials.
To discuss hire of Changing Facility and pitch for 2020/21 football season – Alderton Football Club had indicated that their season was commencing on 4th October.   The Club had submitted a risk assessment but more information was required for the Track and Trace System.   The Clerk would obtain a QR code for the Changing Facility and request more information be put on the Football Club’s risk assessment regarding the collection of names of those attending any home matches.  Tewkesbury Colts had indicated that they would like to use the football pitch on a Saturday and Sunday morning and were proposing a £20 payment per match.   Cllr Page was meeting the Colts Chairman on 23rd September to discuss the hire of the pitch and Changing Facility.   Football clubs needed to provide toilet facilities for their matches and in order to clean and make the Changing Facility Covid-safe the following items were agreed: 
Cole & Wilson quotation for the supply of sanitising products and dispensers £192.35 + VAT

Hire of a cleaner to give the Changing Facility a pre-season deep clean

Request Watercare Specialists to undertake a legionella test £130 + VAT

Purchase a fogging machine from Watercare Specialists £1450 + VAT (to be funded from Borough Council’s Emergency Community Fund if possible)

Tape off Shower Room changing areas to prevent access (only toilets to be available)
The Parish Council agreed the revised hire agreement and booking form for the Changing Facility.   All football clubs would be charged £20 per match.   Clerk to contact Oak Hill School and request a risk assessment for any school activities on the Playing Field.
To agree expenditure under Emergency Community Grant scheme for Covid cleaning of Facility – it was agreed to purchase the Nilfisk floor scrubber and sanitising products from this funding. 
To receive recent Play Area inspection reports – recent reports had highlighted the broken wire on the roadside fence due to people climbing over the fence.  Cllr Page agreed to investigate suitable replacement wire.
The Parish Council agreed a request to site a memorial bench on the north eastern side of the Playing Field.
7. To agree or note Allotment matters
Shed provision for new allotment plots -  Alderton Allotment Association were in the process of organising a working party to clear the western boundary in preparation for some sheds.
522/20-21/884
30 Willow Bank Road was currently for sale and the conservatory to the rear of the property had been originally constructed on allotment land owned by the County Council.  Their Land Agent was visiting the site on 25.9.2020 to meet Parish Council representatives to discuss the conservatory and inspect the allotment site.
Himalayan Balsam – Cllr West reported that there were plants growing in various places along the Carrant Brook.   It was agreed that the Clerk contact the Carrant Brook Restoration Project to see if they were organising any working parties that could remove the plants.
8. To agree to co-opt replacement Parish Councillor.   The Borough Council had not received any requests for an election and it was therefore agreed to co-opt another councillor at the October meeting.   The vacancy would be advertised in the village newsletter.
