MINUTES: 
of a Parish Council meeting held in Alderton Village Hall, Alderton, on Tuesday 16th  November 2021 at 7.30pm.

1. To accept apologies for absence – apologies were accepted from County Councillor Gray, Borough Councillor Murphy and Cllr Shaikh.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda – Dennis Rayton item 4 (9 Beckford Road and 5 St Margarets Road) and item 8, allotments.   John Kettle item 4 (9 Beckford Road).
The meeting was not adjourned as no parishioners were present but the Parish Council considered the following matter:
The Parish Council received and discussed a letter from a parent regarding concerns for the safety of school children at Oak Hill School.   The School would not allow children to wait in the playground for the bus to the Infant Base at Dumbleton.  This meant that they had to wait on the narrow pavement outside the School,  The Council felt that a solution should be found to provide a safer waiting area and it was agreed to invite a representative from the School to the next meeting to discuss the situation.
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 19th October 2021 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.  Matters arising were:
Ploughed footpath opposite Brooklands Farm caravan site – the riverbanks had become overgrown with vegetation so users of the path had to walk further into the field.   The landowner would strim the vegetation back so walkers could follow the original path. 
Tewkesbury Borough Council – Local Heritage List.  The meeting with the Heritage Engagement Officer had been cancelled and Cllr West was trying to re-arrange this.
To agree purchase of replacement litter bin and dog waste bin – the Parish Council agreed to purchase a Glasdon Gemini litter bin at a cost of £700.54 for the Playing Field.  This had double the capacity of the present bin, which filled up very quickly.   Clerk to liaise with the Borough Council to check that Ubico were happy to empty this bin.   The Parish Council further agreed to purchase a dog waste bin from the Borough Council at a cost of £191.00 + VAT.   This would replace the one outside the allotment site.   It was agreed that two possible locations would be put forward for Ubico to choose between: on the opposite side of the road to the existing bin or opposite the track between 28 and 30 Beckford Road.  Clerk to ascertain verge ownership from Highways.
4. To agree and note Planning Matters
Cllr Rayton left the meeting having declared an interest.
To agree response 
9 Beckford Road, Alderton (21/01179/FUL) - Variation of condition 2 (drawing schedule) of application 20/01282/FUL to allow for alterations to walling stone, roof tiles and the floor plans/elevations.   The Parish Council agreed the following response: It is disappointing to note that the removal of the garage will result in a change to the street scene and the reduction in parking space.
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The following application was discussed as revised drawings had been submitted and the deadline for response was prior to the next Parish Council meeting.

5 St Margarets Drive, Alderton (21/01121/FUL) - Proposed replacement flat roof to hipped roof to rear extension.   The Parish Council agreed the following response:  Alderton Parish Council acknowledges that the bulk, mass and scale have now been reduced a little. The Parish Council continues to defer to the professional Planning Officer in determining the degree of harm and impact.

Enforcement 
9 Beckford Road, Alderton (21/00246/ENFC) - Alleged unauthorised raising of ground levels.  The Enforcement Officer had confirmed that there had not been a breach of planning control concerning site levels and the case had been closed.
Cllr Rayton returned to the meeting.
For noting

Land Between 18 And 20 Orchard Road, Alderton (21/01176/AGR) - Shed to store agricultural equipment.  The Borough Council had advised the applicants to seek planning permission for the shed. 
Lower Farm, St Margaret’s Road, Alderton (21/00105/PIP) – Permission in Principle for the erection of up to 4 no dwellings and associated access and landscaping.  Application withdrawn.
Land Parcel 0088, Willow Bank Road, Alderton (19/00772/FUL) - Residential development up to 28 units, including means of access and landscaping.   The Clerk was awaiting a response from the Borough Council regarding the planning officer contact for this development.   The Parish Council could then seek input into the construction design and environmental requirements of the new houses.
5. To agree or note Highways matters
Update on surface water flooding in Willow Bank Road - Highways had confirmed that they would be jetting the blocked drain opposite 62 Willow Bank Road and would carry out further work if the jetting was not successful.
6. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field
To note/agree any Changing Facility hire related matters for 2021/22 – Oak Hill School had responded that they could not allow car parking on the school playing field as it may damage the surface.   Ashton 88 Football Club had staggered their match start times to try and reduce the number of cars at each match.
To agree electrical inspection for Changing Facility - J B Electrical would be on site at the end of November to carry out the inspection.   Clarification was needed from A & E Fire and Security on their wiring recommendations and J B Electrical would review this once on site.
To receive latest play area inspection reports – none had been received prior to the meeting.   Cllr Page had completed an inspection on 11.11.21.
The pitch had been mowed by the parish council volunteer on 11.11.21 as it was required at the weekend and Greenfields had completed the 2021 season mowing contract last month.
7. To agree or note Allotment matters
· Update on clearance behind 30 to 34 Willow Bank Road  - Martin Hayes would be on site on 17th and 18th November 2021 to carry out restorative pruning to the apple trees on Plot 23.   There was a considerable brash pile as a result of the clearance and this would be increased following the pruning works.  
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Given the size of the heap it was considered too dangerous to burn the brash in situ due to the close proximity of houses and sheds.   It was therefore agreed to ask Park and Landscapes to shred the pile prior to the levelling works.   This was a variation to their contract and at the time of the meeting the cost was unknown, but given the safety aspect it was agreed that these extra works should be instructed.
· To receive update on Severn Trent grant funding submission – Cllr Hughes reported on positive feedback from the recent Allotment Association meeting with regards to regenerating the village shop for plotholders to use.   A meeting would be held between the Parish Council and the Association committee to agree items to include within the grant claim.
· To receive update on licences for Willow Bank Road properties – Cllr Rayton would produce an updated site plan to accompany the licenses.   Once this was available the letters and licences would be sent out to tenants.
· To receive report on Allotment Association meeting 28.10.21 – this had been well attended and the Association provided clarification on membership, their relationship with the Parish Council, a financial review, plans for the composting area and bonfire protocol.  Next meeting: 17.2.22.
· To receive update on provision of sheds in western area of site – Cllr Page had requested quotes from three companies (S & T Sheds, MGB Sheds and D & M Sheds) for the supply and construction of a block of four pent sheds.   This was on the basis that the Parish Council would prepare and provide the base.   Quotes to be received and discussed at the next meeting.   Clerk to determine how many tenants required sheds.
· To discuss re-nomination of allotment site for Community Right to Bid – it was unanimously agreed to re-nominate the site.
· Cllr Hughes and the Clerk reported a rat infestation on the site and it was agreed to instruct SK Pest Control to deal with this as a matter of urgency due to health and safety.

The following financial items were noted/agreed:

· Cllr Page agreed to speak to N Charrington and TMC services to see if one of them could include the cutting of the overgrown grass verge outside the church as part of their mowing contract.

· Clerk to obtain advice from GAPTC on the Lloyds Bank terms and conditions of being a signatory for the Parish Council accounts, as councillors felt they were onerous with regards to liability.

· Brackets were not required for the Church noticeboard so Greenbarnes Ltd would provide an amended invoice to reflect the reduction in price.
· Cllr West had undertaken an internal control check of the Parish Council accounts, prior to the meeting and had raised no queries.
11. To consider appointment of internal auditor for 2021/22 accounts.   It was unanimously agreed to appoint GAPTC to carry out the internal 2021/22 audit.   The cost for this would be dependent on the final income/expenditure range at year end.   Cost predicted to be £195 or £235.
12. To undertake inspection of Parish Council assets.   Cllrs Kettle and West agreed to carry out an inspection.  Any costs for repairs/replacements would be added into the 2022/23 budget.
The Chairman concluded the meeting at 10.30pm and thanked everyone for their attendance. Next Parish Council Meeting: 21st December 2021, 7.30pm, in the Village Hall
