1. To accept apologies for absence – apologies were received from Borough Cllr John Murphy and Cllrs Kettle and Hopkins.   Cllr Hopkins had submitted his resignation to the Parish Council.   It was agreed to notify the Borough Council and seek a replacement in the new year.   A letter of thanks would be sent to Cllr Hopkins.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda - Cllr Rayton item 4 (37 Willow Bank Road and Gardeners Arms), Cllrs Keating and Rayton, item 7, allotments
The meeting was not adjourned as no parishioners were present.   
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 20th October and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.  Matters arising were:
· Weetwood survey – the last amendments would be submitted to Weetwood and the final report produced by Christmas. 

· Himalayan Balsam – no response had been received from the Carrant Brook Restoration Project so a working party would be set up in the Spring to walk the brook and remove plants.
· Uploading Parish Council asset details to Parish Online – Cllr Keating reported that he was adding the Council assets to Parish Online.
· To agree training – Being a Better Councillor for Cllr Shaikh 2nd & 23rd March 2021, cost £50.  This was unanimously agreed.
4. To agree and note Planning Matters
The Parish Council noted the response from Laurence Robertson MP regarding the Government’s consultation on proposals for reform of the planning system in England.  
To agree response

Land To The Rear Of Orchard Road, Alderton  (20/00943/FUL) - Change of use of land from agricultural to private equestrian and erection of stables and associated hardstanding.   Additional information would be added to the current draft objection and submitted to the Borough Council before 4th January 2021.
Land Parcel 0088, Willow Bank Road, Alderton (19/00772/FUL) - Residential development up to 28 units, including means of access and landscaping.   APP/G1630/W/20/3259637 – Appeal against refusal of planning permission.   A report containing additional comments was currently being drafted  and would be submitted to the Planning Directorate by the deadline of 31.12.2020.
For noting

54 Willow Bank Road, Alderton (20/00631/FUL) - Erection of a single storey side/rear extension. Erection of a rear dormer. Erection of front porch.   Permission for development dated 5.11.2020 with conditions.
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37 Willow Bank Road, Alderton (20/00903/FUL) - Demolition of rear extension and erection of a two storey rear and side extension.   Permission for development dated 24.11.2020 with conditions.
10 Beckford Road, Alderton (20/00959/FUL) - Alterations to existing chimney stack.   Permission for development dated 7.12.2020 with conditions.
Gardeners Arms, Beckford Road, Alderton (20/00585/FUL) – Parish Council’s response to application was “as long as the Conservation Officer's comments are addressed and this planning application is amended, then we have no other comments to make”.

Enforcement – no items to report. 
5. To agree or note Highways matters
· Update on Professional indemnity insurance cover for SID.   No response had been received from the Gloucestershire Highways legal department.   It was agreed that if nothing further was heard by the January meeting then a decision would be made on the future of the SID.   In the meantime a meeting would be arranged with Gloucestershire Highways to try and resolve other highways issues as well as the SID. 
· Highways matters raised by parishioner.   The letter raised concerns over road signage, the stile at the end of Church Road and overgrown hedges.  Most of these items would be raised at the Highways meeting and the Cotswold Wardens would be asked to investigate if the stile could be replaced by a kissing gate.
6. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field
· To note tree and fencing works undertaken recently at the Playing Field.  All the tree works had been completed (Ash tree removal and pruning of Jubilee Oak).  The wire had been replaced on the Playing Field roadside fence and fencing installed between the Millennium Copse and the road.
· To receive update on purchase of mower and building of storage shed.   The mower had been purchased and insured along with the storage shed.   Cedar cladding had been purchased for the storage shed and Cllr Page had ordered the necessary fixings and battens.   It was agreed that Cllr Page would purchase some closed shackle padlocks at a cost of circa £65/£70.
· Update on preparations for making Changing Facility Covid-secure.   The floor had been cleaned and K Clarke would be asked to clean the hallway and toilets. It was agreed that the Clerk would email Alderton Football Club to request a fixtures list in order to guage likely use of the facility.  Cllr Keating was meeting a representative from Tewkesbury Athletic Football Club on 19.12.2020 as they had expressed an interest in using the facility and playing field.
· To agree response to correspondence regarding dogs on the Playing Field.   A request had been placed in the December newsletter asking dog walkers to be respectful of other users.   It was agreed that the situation be monitored and reviewed if other complaints were received.   It was further agreed that the Clerk contact the County Council to ask if they would consider renting the field behind the School Playing field to the Parish Council, for use as a dog walking area.
· To receive recent Play Area inspection reports.   Items for attention included new molehills and the condition of the Copse fencing.   Cllr Page agreed to speak to SK Pest Control regarding mole removal.   Any leftover cladding from the storage shed could be used to repair the Copse fencing.
· Millennium Copse – Cllrs Kettle and Keating had planted most of the bulbs with a few left to plant.
7. To agree or note Allotment matters
· Update on clearance of western boundary hedge.  The hedge had been thinned and the brash removed from site.   Cllr Page had received a quotation of £350.00 from G Morrison for one day’s hire of a digger to remove the remaining stumps and level the ground.  This cost was agreed but Cllr Page would obtain a second quotation as a comparison.
· Avian flu measures and pest control.  It was agreed that the Clerk would add details of the necessary flu precautions required to the Council website.   Plot holders had already been advised of these measures and would be informed of the pest control to remove any rats on site.

10. To consider and agree costs for 2021/22 services:   
· The internal auditor for 2020/21 accounts.   David Percy would undertake this at a cost of £60, as in previous years.  The Parish Council agreed to accept this.
· Grass verge cutting for 2021.   TMC Services costs would be £55 per cut (same as 2020).   The Parish Council agreed to accept this.   Nick Charrington’s cost would be £180 per cut (same as 2020) and the Parish Council agreed to accept this.
· Playing Field grass cutting.   Greenfields had quoted £80 per cut (normally 14 cuts per season, in 2020 this was £78 per cut).   The Parish Council agreed to obtain other quotes and compare these at the January meeting.
11. To receive a report on the inspection of the Parish Council assets and agree and adopt the updated Asset Register.   Cllr Keating reported that he and Cllrs Kettle and Shaikh had inspected the assets on 28.12.2020.   Some of the benches required re-staining and some of the dog waste bins had rusting lids.   All the Council assets would be uploaded to Parish Online.   The Parish Council agreed to adopt the updated Asset Register.
12. To discuss requirements for 2021/22 budget.   The budget and precept request would be agreed at the January meeting but in the meantime councillors were asked to submit details of any expenditure/projects to be included in the 2021/22 budget.
The Chairman concluded the meeting at 9.45pm and thanked everyone for their attendance.
