Before the formal proceedings, Cllr Page paid tribute to the work of County Councillor Roger Wilson who had recently died.   A memorial service was planned in the new year and the Clerk would notify councillors of the details once these were known.
1. To accept apologies for absence – apologies were accepted from Borough Councillors John Murphy and Jim Mason and Councillor Pam Williams.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda – Cllr Rayton, item 4 (9 Beckford Road). 
The meeting was adjourned for parishioner comments.   A question was raised over the strength of the Alderton Neighbourhood Development Plan and councillors responded that it had been used extensively when providing a response to planning applications.
Due to the number of parishioners present for the planning item, it was unanimously agreed to move item 4 up the agenda.
Councillor Rayton, having declared an interest, left the meeting at 7.35pm.
4. To consider and note Planning matters
Planning Applications for consideration 

9 Beckford Road, Alderton (19/01009/FUL) - Erection of 2 No. two storey semi-detached dwellings and provision of associated vehicular access and parking areas and hard and soft landscaping.   Revised drawings dated 14.12.19 were distributed to councillors.   These indicated a reduction in size of the proposed dwellings, along with a relocation on site.   Discussion took place between the applicant and neighbours regarding trees and the size of the dwellings.   It was agreed that they would hold another site meeting to discuss these points.   As the amended drawings had been received at the meeting, councillors had not had sufficient time to review them.   It was agreed that the Clerk would ascertain from the Planning Officer the deadline for response and a separate Planning Meeting would be held to determine this application.
It was further agreed that the Parish Council would question the Planning Officer as to why a neighbour’s letter, commenting on this application, had been so heavily redacted.

Councillor Rayton rejoined the meeting at 8.10pm.

Land Parcel 0088, Willow Bank Road, Alderton (19/00772/FUL) - Residential development up to 28 units, including means of access and landscaping.   The objection response was progressing.   Fliers encouraging parishioners to comment on the application would be distributed around the village before Christmas.

iii) To consider and agree costs for:

· The internal auditor for 2019/20 accounts.   David Percy would undertake this at a cost of £60, as in previous years.  The Parish Council agreed to accept this.
· Grass verge cutting for 2020.   TMC Services costs would be £55 per cut, as in 2019.  The Parish Council agreed to accept this.
· Playing Field grass cutting.   Greenfields had quoted £78 per cut (normally 14 cuts per season, this year was £75 per cut).   Financial Regulations stated that three quotes should be obtained for works exceeding £1000.  As the grass mowing was only £92 above this figure and the Parish Council were happy with Greenfields services, it was agreed to accept this quote.
7. To discuss requirements for 2020/21 budget.   The first draft budget was discussed and it was agreed that costs be ascertained for: replacing the allotment site main gates, extending the allotment track along the southern boundary and toilet hire for the 2020 season.   The budget would be finalised at the January meeting.
