of a Parish Council meeting held in Alderton Village Hall, Alderton, on Tuesday 18th  May 2021 at 7.30pm.

1. To accept apologies for absence – Borough Cllrs Gray and Murphy
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda – Cllr Rayton item and item 7.
The meeting was adjourned so items could be raised.  A parishioner detailed the interest from local residents in purchasing an area of land behind properties in Orchard Road which had recently been the subject of two planning applications.  An offer had been made but rejected by the vendor.   The Parish Council would support the bid in principle and suggested that a formal approach be made to Alderton Community Trust regarding help with funding.   The group should also guage how much funding could be raised from parishioner donations..   It was further suggested an approach be made to Dumbleton Estate to determine if they would be interested in contributing. 
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 16th March 2021 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.  There were no matters arising.
4. To agree and note Planning Matters
To receive request for update to JCS Settlement Audit refresh and agree response.  The Parish Council agreed the response to be made which included a request to the Borough Council to review the methodology used to determine the scoring for each settlement within the Audit.   Borough Councillors to be informed of the Parish Council’s objection. 

To agree response 
4 Ellenor Drive, Alderton  (21/00539/FUL) - Erection of a rear extension.   The Parish Council had no objections or representations to make on this application. 
The Wilderness, 3 Beckford Road, Alderton (21/00408/FUL) - Conversion of existing lean to into a timber framed garage and erection of a front porch.   The Parish Council had no objections or representations to make on this application.  
For noting

Land Parcel 0088, Willow Bank Road, Alderton (19/00772/FUL) - Residential development up to 28 units, including means of access and landscaping.   APP/G1630/W/20/3259637 – Appeal against refusal of planning permission.   Cllr West provided an update on the Case Management Conference which had taken place that morning with the Planning Inspectorate.
Lower Farm, St Margaret’s Road, Alderton (21/00105/PIP) – Permission in Principle for the erection of up to 4 no dwellings and associated access and landscaping.   The Planning Officer had recommended refusal and formal notification of this decision was awaited.
Enforcement – no items to report.

5. To agree or note Highways matters
· To note response from Highways Area Manager re surface water flooding in Willow Bank Road.   Highways had jetted Willow Bank Road and part of Beckford Road.   A potential blockage had been identified in Beckford Road so the area had been added to the CCTV programme.   Once the report from this had been received, any repair could be planned.   It was agreed to set up a meeting with Highways to discuss required repairs within the parish.
· To note water leak in Dixton (reported to Severn Trent and Highways).   Severn Trent had confirmed that they were sending an engineer to site to investigate.
6. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field
· To note end of football season and discuss matters arising from this.   There were no matters arising.
· To receive recent Play Area inspection reports – Cllr Page had ordered the required spare parts from Wicksteed to address the points raised in the recent RoSPA inspection report.  He would also provide more soil to repair the loose log step.  A parishioner had offered some Sycamore seedlings to the Council and villagers.
· To receive an update on Millennium Copse bulb planting – Cllr Kettle reported that the snowdrops had been planted.
· Cllr Page agreed to draw up a plan indicating ownership of the various fields adjoining the Washbourne Brook so permission could be obtained to remove Himalayan Balsam from the banks.

7. To agree or note Allotment matters 
· Update on allotment to rear of 30 Willow Bank Road – the Clerk reported on a recent telephone conversation with the purchaser of the property.  The rear conservatory had been removed and the remaining base would be taken up.  There appeared to be no drainage to the property as the guttering fed into a water butt at the southern side of the house.  The conservatory wood remaining on the house was be left for the time being due to the unknown effects if removed.  A request was made to retain the greenhouse and wood-shed to the rear of the property if an allotment area was made available for the property owners.   It was agreed that the Clerk obtain a quotation for tree and shrub clearance behind 30 and 32 Willow Bank Road.  Cllr Rayton agreed to ascertain if the electricity supply to the old village shop was still in use.   Clerk had received no further updates from the County Council regarding the tree surgeon’s visit so would chase this up.
· Update on clearance of Plot 22B – the Allotment Association were in the process of organising two working party dates and skip hire to clear the plot, two greenhouses and four sheds as the contents had been gifted to them.
· Protocol for future letting of allotment plots – it was agreed that the Clerk draft a letter to Willow Bank Road property owners who rented allotments behind their houses to clarify the County Council’s position regarding access onto the plots ie they were not permitted.   The letter should also explain that as there was a waiting list for plots, future purchasers of Willow Bank Road properties could not be guaranteed tenancies of the plots behind their houses.   Draft letter to be forwarded to the County Council’s Land Agent for comment, prior to being sent out.
· Toilet hire for allotment site – a toilet was now permitted on site under Covid regulations and hire quotations for the remainder of the 2021 season (23 weeks) were as follows: B & W Toilet Hire £444 + vat, Toilets4Hire Ltd £490 + vat, Andy Loos £590 + vat.   It was agreed to accept the quotation from B & W Toilet Hire, to commence on 24th May 2021.
· Update on area around western boundary hedge – the scrub in the hedge had been cleared and the area planted with grass seed.
