of a Parish Council meeting held in Alderton Village Hall on Tuesday 21st January 2020 at 7.30pm.

As the plans for 9 Beckford Road had been amended on 3rd January 2020 and so superseded those discussed at the meeting held on 2nd January 2020, the minutes of that meeting were not published.

1. To accept apologies for absence – Cllrs Jim Keating and Ian Hopkins and Borough Councillor David Gray.
2. To receive Declarations of Interest in items on the agenda - Cllr Rayton, item 4 (9 Beckford Road and item 7, allotments).   Also Cllr Kettle, item 4 (9 Beckford Road)
The meeting was not adjourned as all parishioners present wished to discuss 9 Beckford Road and all discussions took place under that item.   
3. To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 17th December 2019 and to agree actions on the matters arising from this meeting.  The minutes were approved and signed as a correct record.  Matters arising were:
· Update on over ground sewage pipe and manhole in Alderton Fields.   Cllr Page had contacted Severn Trent and a meeting would be arranged to look at the over ground sewage pipe with the designer of the new scheme.   The manhole in Alderton Fields was still lifting due to recent rainfall.
Cllrs Rayton and Kettle, having declared an interest in item 4, left the meeting at 7.40pm.

4. To consider and note Planning matters
Planning Applications for consideration 

9 Beckford Road, Alderton (19/01009/FUL) - Erection of 2 No. two storey semi-detached dwellings and provision of associated vehicular access and parking areas and hard and soft landscaping.  As Cllrs Rayton and Kettle had declared an interest, only two parish councillors remained.   The Parish Council was therefore not quorate for this item and Cllrs Page and West listened to parishioners’ comments on the planning application.  The plans had recently been amended to show that the building had been re-orientated and the height reduced.   Parishioners’ comments included a preference for bungalows rather than semi-detached houses.   Additional planting for screening was required, but needed to take into account a root barrier and a need for light.   TPO’s for the existing trees were requested.   As the Parish Council was not quorate to make a decision on this application a meeting would be held on 28th January 2020 to agree a formal response.
Cllrs Rayton and Kettle returned to the meeting at 8pm.

493/19-20/855
Land Parcel 0088, Willow Bank Road, Alderton (19/00772/FUL) - Residential development up to 28 units, including means of access and landscaping.   So far ninety objections had been received by the Borough Council.   The latest draft of the Parish Council’s objection response had been circulated to Councillors on 17th January 2020.
Land On The South Side Of Dibden Lane, Alderton (19/00781/OUT) - Erection of up to 41 new residential dwellings, including 20 affordable houses, associated access and landscaping.  The first draft of the Parish Council’s objection response had been circulated to councillors on 17th January 2020.   It was agreed that the Clerk ask Gretton Parish Council and Teddington and Alstone Parish Councils to comment on the application. 
Planning Applications for noting 

18 St Margarets Road, Alderton (19/00968/FUL) Erection of a single storey side and rear extension. Permission for development dated 10.12.19. 
Enforcement 
Structure to rear of Gardeners Arms, Willow Bank Road, Alderton.   The owner, planning agent and Enforcement Officer were meeting on 28th January 2020 to discuss an alternative arrangement.
Hobnails Inn, Little Washbourne – Gloucestershire Highways and the Borough Council’s planning team would be asked to give a view on the fence and wall.
5. To agree or note matters relating to Alderton Road Safety Group and Highways 
· Professional indemnity insurance cover for SID.   Gloucestershire Highways Development Management had agreed that Professional Indemnity insurance was not required in this instance.   The Clerk would contact Legal Services to request that an amended agreement be drawn up for the Parish Council to sign. 
6. To agree or note matters relating to the Changing Facility and Playing Field
· Update on FiT registration – the registration was complete and Eon would require a quarterly meter reading in February.  The payment received by the Parish Council would be backdated to November 2018.
· Update on cleaning of Changing Facility – the Football Club had undertaken some cleaning.
· Play area inspection reports – items for action/noting.   No reports had been received for the meeting.

Cllr Page was obtaining details of noticeboards that could be purchased for the Playing Field and would circulate these.   To be discussed at the February meeting.
7. To agree or note Allotment matters 
· To agree 2020 season portable toilet hire for allotment site.   It was agreed to provide a portable toilet for the allotments in 2020.   This would be used to determine whether a more permanent toilet was required for the site in the future.   Three quotations had been obtained, based on a hire of 35 weeks, with the unit being serviced weekly:
B & W Toilet Hire £660 + vat

Toilets4Hire Ltd  £730 + vat

Andy Loos  £878 + vat

The Parish Council agreed to instruct B & W Toilet Hire to provide a toilet for the site, commencing 2nd March 2020.   This would be sited near the composting facility.
· To agree Park & Landscapes Services quotation for replacing allotment site main gates.   It was agreed to accept the quotation at a cost of £625.00 + vat.

10. To consider and agree costs for:
· Grass verge cutting.   Nick Charrington would undertake this at a cost of £180 per cut (same as 2019).   The Parish Council agreed to accept this.   
· Millennium Copse tree works – Arbor Vale Tree Services had quoted £360.00 to crown lift an oak tree and carry out pruning works in Millennium Copse.   The Parish Council agreed to accept this.

· Replacement Defibrillator in Cambridge Square phone box and new Defibrillator at Changing Facility. As the defibrillator in the phone box was out of warranty in 2020 it was agreed to replace this before March, at a cost of £975.00.   It was further agreed to budget £2095.00 for the installation of a defibrillator at the Playing Field in the 2020/21 financial year. 
11. To consider and agree 2020/21 precept and budget.   
The day to day running costs for the Council were reviewed and agreed.  The maintenance costs for the various assets were agreed as follows:

The Reserves to be carried forward into 2020/21 were reviewed and the following agreed:

· Professional Fees Reserve £3000 – to be maintained.

· B4077 road safety £500 – to be used for replacement SID batteries and any maintenance costs.
· Planning Reserve – It was agreed to instruct Weetwood to carry out a review of the development sites within the village, revisit the finding of their May 2010 survey and produce a Technical Note and AO poster summarising their findings.   The cost would be £1275.00 + VAT.  The work would be carried out in February 2020.  This would leave 1800.00 in the Planning Reserve.

· Changing Facility Solar £5000 – to be maintained for a future project to install solar panels on the Changing Facility.

· Play Area Repair Reserve £960.00 – to cover future maintenance costs for the new play area.  £480 to be put into this budget on an annual basis.

· General Reserve – to be increased up to £5000.00 as recommended by GAPTC (to cover election costs, non-payment of precept).

The S106 funding available to the Parish Council consisted of £9884.00 (for playing pitch improvements) and £1452.00 (remaining from play area improvements).   It was agreed that the latter would be used for the provision of a noticeboard at the Playing Field.   
The annual asset inspection was carried out on 3.12.19 by Cllrs Page, Keating, Kettle, Hopkins and the Clerk.   No assets required replacement (other than defibrillator) and any repair costs had been added into the 2020/21 budget.   The provision of a new grit bin (cost £178.00) for the junction of St Margarets Road and Drive was included in the 2020/21 budget.
The village newsletter printer required replacement and it was agreed that the Parish Council contribute £220.00 towards the cost of this (LGA 1972 s.142).   Expenditure to be taken from current year’s budget.

The Parish Council considered and agreed funding of £450.00 towards the replacement of a footpath stile with a kissing gate on one of the footpaths within the parish.   The Cotswold Wardens would undertake this work on a voluntary basis.
The Parish Council therefore agreed that the Precept should remain at £17,300 for the 2020/21 financial year.   Clerk to inform Tewkesbury Borough Council accordingly.   Details of budget attached at end of minutes.

12. To note outcome of Internal Control check of Parish Council finances.   Cllr West had carried out the Internal Control check of the Parish Council finances prior to the meeting and confirmed that all was satisfactory.
